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Download Audio and Video Messages in 1000’s of languages
These activities requires a moderate amount of computer knowledge. If you are over 40, grab the nearest teenager and put him or her to work. Use this information to become a “Cell Phone Gospel Publisher” today!
Do you have a personal relationship with an indigenous evangelist somewhere in the word? Do you know someone who has a contact in a country where Bibles are restricted or prohibited? If you own a personal computer connected to the internet and can afford to invest $10 and 3-4 hours of your personal time, you can publish gospel material in the specific dialects of the very people that these evangelists encounter.

This guide will equip you to become a mobile publisher.  Hopefully, it will inspire you to start producing profit for the Kingdom of God today.

In the 1500’s, the reformation was fueled with the writings of Martin Luther. They were reproduced on the recently invented printing press and rapidly distributed all over Europe. Technology and God’s purpose triumphed and the world was changed forever.  Because of the impact of modern printing, Christians naturally associate “publishing” with paper. In spite of its dramatic impact, printed materials have little relevance to the 60% of the world population that chooses to learn from oral information. Cell phones are the “new books”; that is, new and improved.  
Mobile technology, aka, the cell phone, has eclipsed all other electronic technology, including radio and television, as the world’s primary information distribution device. In a few short years, the cell phone has become the most popular electronic device know to man. People who do not have toilets have cell phones.
The Micro-SD card can now be used to reach the 4,315,457,850 Global GSM and 3GSM Mobile Connections without having to depend on bandwidth and without incurring “minutes” expense. This is an unparalleled opportunity…to go where the gospel has not been preached.
The colored areas on the map below have dense cell phone coverage. More importantly, they reveal the locations of literally millions of pre-owned “media players” capable of reproducing the contents of the printed pages in audio and/or video formats that are immediately useful to the world of oral learners. 

For the last 20 years the emphasis has been on creating and distributing solar and wind-up media players to distribute the gospel. Since the normal citizens of this world have gone crazy over buying and owning media playing cell phones, the need for distributing devices is changing. Today, it is prudent to focus energy and resources on distributing content. The micro-SD card has become the international standard for storing and moving content. This paper will teach you  how to harness the power of the micro-SD card, opening up knowledge of God to literally millions of people.

Receive forgiveness

Since this is a spiritual activity, a spiritual comment is in order. 

Pro 16:2  All the ways of a man are clean in his own sight, But the LORD weighs the motives. 

Pro 16:3  Commit your works to the LORD And your plans will be established.
Why are we considering creating micro-SD cards for your missionary friends? 
According to Proverbs, this matters. It also appears that our motives are linked to having our works established. For some, missionary activity is compulsory. While it is good to obey the commandment regarding making disciples of all men, the source of your enthusiasm, or in some case, lack of enthusiasm, is important. Jesus said that he who is forgiven much, loves much. If you are working out of compulsion rather that out of love, you may have not yet taken full advantage of the forgiveness that is available in God’s love. 
So, step one is “consider your ways”. Take a moment, or more if necessary, to ask the Lord, “What parts of my heart need fixing? What do I need to confess in order to be cleansed by your loving kindness?”  If you will do this, your interest in offering words of life to people you may never see will increase dramatically. In Timothy, we read that the husbandman must first be a partaker of the fruit. Feast on the forgiveness of the Lord and the drudgery associated with your missionary outreach will dissolve in pools of joy.
Identify an evangelist who has been forgiven

We want to hear the Lord say, “Well done, good and faithful slave. You were faithful with a few things, I will put you in charge of many things; enter into the joy of your master.”

Your chance of hearing this will increase exponentially if you send micro-SD cards to Christian workers would testify that they are “forgiven.” They are the ones who love much and work tirelessly to bring the joy of the Lord to others.
Identify the heart languages of your target audience

Phil Young from Global Recording Networks told me that their language specialists have determined that there are 120 trade languages in the world that make it possible for people from the world’s cultures to communicate and perform rudimentary business transactions. Wycliffe Bible translators know that certain spiritual concepts can only be communicated in a native tongue or “heart language.” For instance, in Papua New Guinea, a person’s soul is considered to reside in the throat. Telling this person that Jesus wants to live in their heart is meaningless to them.
Seasoned saints have known these things for many years and have worked tirelessly to provide Bibles and gospel stories in thousands of “heart languages”. Early Wycliffe translators spent as many as 20 years with a single language group in order to produce a single New Testament. For over 70 years, Gospel Recording saints have covered the earth to find indigenous speakers to record specially translated messages. The cell phone as media player has emerged as an incredible opportunity for making these and other audio files reach the audiences that they should have, given the incredible labor of love that went into creating these recordings. You can be part of the army that releases these works into hearts and spirits that might never hear the gospel another way.

It is recommended that you start by distributing audio files. You will see why when we discuss formatting videos files.
Once you have identified a worker that you intend to bless with a micro-SD card, visit the Global Recordings or the Faith Comes by Hearing web sites and collect the list of language and dialects that are available for your target county. (As your joy in pursuing targeted publishing increases, you will search the internet to find many resources that you will enjoy sharing.)
For instance, I copied this from Global Network Recordings and gave it to an evangelist from Su- dan as a representative example of the kinds of MP3 files that were available for Su- dan.

Obviously, the brother I am working with does not speak all of these languages, but he regularly comes in contact with people who do speak these languages.  He can talk to them in Arabic or in the local trade language. He can put his SD card in their cell phone and copy the files to their phone! This simple process makes one card reach many people! They can use their cell phones to listen in their heart language. 
Visit http://www.jesusfilm.org/ and learn how you can purchase their videos on CD or DVD. They protect the copyright of some of their offerings, but I have learned from them that they do not object to copying the movies for digital distribution as long as they are not sold. If you purchase a movie on a CD, download for free SUPER © v2010.build.38 (May 2, 2010)  Be sure to check for the latest version of this wonderful software. It includes everything you need to reformat and encode videos from any sources so that they will play flawlessly on virtually any cell phone. In simple terms, this software will allow you to reformat any given CD or DVD to the necessary file format needed for your micro-SD card. This program is easy to use and will give very positive results. It is discussed in more detail in the section below titled Format Video to Work on the Targeted Cell Phone
Royalty and Copyright Issues

Several ministries depend on royalty income from the distribution of their materials to pay cost for translation and operations. Please be sensitive to their policies. The ministries mentioned as sources of materials in this document have varying and emerging policies regarding copyright protection and royalty fees. The trend is toward making everything available at not cost. It is recommended that you read the published copyright policies of any given ministry before endeavoring to republish there work.

Download Audio and Video Messages

The brother and sister from Su- dan asked me to give them all of the recordings available for Su- dan and made a commitment to create micro-SD cards for workers that they are training. I happen to have them all in my possession, so I can do it. You are more likely to only send a few languages based on how much time you can devote to downloading.

This evangelist will keep the complete library of audio files and video files on his PC at home and only place relevant languages on the micro-SD card that he distributes.  The people he is training will hear the files as part of their training before sharing them with others. In addition to having them listen to the audio files, he will teach them how to memorize the stories and retell them in a story telling sessions that include provocative questions that engage the listeners in discussions regarding what they have heard. You can learn more about the value of “listening groups” at the Faith Comes by Hearing website.
	I recently received this note from Danny Jaynes, a missionary in Ghana…

I highly recommend you using Christian Evangelistic Movies. I used a software called Cucusoft to convert one to an MP4 and then put it on my IPod. I also have two testimonies of Muslims that converted to Christ that I carry on my phone that are both MP4.

I can give the brother from Su- dan the entire library of MP3 files on a single 8GB micro-SD card that he can carry in an adapter that works in his digital camera. If he is questioned regarding his camera, someone would likely turn it on and look at the pictures without ever realizing that the card holds multiple audio Bibles and gospel messages. This is particularly important in Northern Su- dan where Islamic extremist attempt to control all media in the country. The end users that he distributes these files to who are concerned about security could rename files on their SD card to hide their content or carry two SD cards, one for their cell phone, and another for bibles and video. He or she would likely place the gospel SD in a secure place until it is time to share the audio or video files with a hungry soul.
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When this card is placed in a digital camera, the digital photos are visible and the audio files are invisible. The micro-SD card works in many models of cell phones.

You can follow the same process. Send a list of languages and ask which ones are important before actually downloading the files. 
The other day, I popped an $8 SD card and a $20 USD bill in a envelope wrapped in a plain piece of paper and mailed it to India for $.97 USD postage costs. If it does not arrive, I will send it again without including the $20 bill. The brother receiving it will have “The Godman” video in 3 indigenous languages. He already has a solar video player from www.renewoutreach.com, so I placed the SD card in a USB adapter that works in the player and gave him *.wmv files for the solar player and *.3gp files for his cell phone. I also sent him a video that I made of our visit to his city in March of 2010.  Lights in India - March 2010 - Part 1 of 2.wmv Look for it on YouTube.

A 2 GB card will hold an amazing number of files. Consider sending 10 of these to your evangelist friend for distribution to other workers or believers that he is in regular contact with…$3.99 each new. (The price of memory is going down so look for bargains.)

Formatting Video for Computers and for Cell Phones
Video formatting requires a little bit of knowledge. Hopefully, after reading the following, you will be inspired to learn the simple steps involved. 

Many media players require special formatting or “encoding” for the videos to display properly. Fortunately most video formats will play on most computers. Unfortunately, only a small portion of the world’s population have access to computers. Literally billions of people already own cell phones that are capable of playing Christian videos.
A Relatively easy Approach

Use a software package that takes most of the mystery out of formatting for cell phones. Format Factory 2.5 takes away a lot of the work by allowing you to select the phone in order to get the correct format.
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Identify the Manufacturer and Model of the Cell Phone You are Publishing to.

There are literally thousands of makes and models of cell phones. Many of them have screen sizes that are peculiar to a specific manufacturer or model. Fortunately this is changing. High speed 3G and 4G networks are being deployed around the globe. If you live in the U.S.A., you may have seen these high speed networks advertised on TV. Verizon recently began offering movie rentals on their cell phones. Alltel followed up with a similar offering. Yes, even Su- dan has a 3G network. Even so, the cost of minutes and transmission unreliability due to network congestion make direct sharing of files from SD card to SD card very attractive. As these networks become more popular, the files formats used are becoming more standard.

As it happens, peer pressure is good news for the Cell Phone Gospel Publisher. Typically, everyone in a region of the world tend to buy into a particular model and make of cell phone. They will all say something like, “Nokia is best here.” Or “Everyone has a Samsung.” Whatever phone your target evangelist is using is likely the same phone that everyone else in the neighborhood is using. The next stop is simple. Ask your target evangelist or teacher for the manufacture’s name and the model of his cell phone. You can also ask him if that it the most popular phone in his area. Of course he will have very likely purchased the most popular phone in the region just to make your next task easier.
Format Your Videos to Work on the Targeted Cell Phones

The following is not as simple as using Format Factory 2.5, but will help you understand the process. Try creating one video for one cell phone. Send it to your evangelist or teacher friend and ask him or her how it works. If it works, you are in business. If it does not work, try again.

This will look hard when you start, because it is hard. That is why I emphasize publishing audio files for starters. If the following is too deep for you, get help or just plunge ahead with the audio files. Video is nice, but not having anything at all is completely not nice.

Once you know the make and model of the targeted cell phone look up its characteristics here…  
Click here for Cell Phone Screen Resolution, sorted by brand and model

What you will see at this link will look like this when you search for Nokia…Nokia is very popular in many countries.
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Make a note regarding the “screen resolution”. As you can see here, 240 x320 pixels is a very popular screen size. In fact it is used by hundreds of cell phones. 
“For best result, the size (dimension) of cell phone wallpaper must match the size of cell phone screen. Whenever the wallpaper dimension is too large for the screen, it will be automatically resized by your cell phone. This automatic resizing usually results in a poor image display quality.

On the other hand, if the wallpaper dimension is too small for the screen, the picture will not cover all of your screen. Why would you display small picture if your mobile phone can display a larger one? Bigger picture means clearer picture, right?”

Knowing the screen resolution will prepare you for the next step; selecting the file format.

I did not say this would be easy…3GPP (.3gp)
3GPP is the single most common mobile format.  It was developed by the 3rd Generation Partnership Project, hence the name 3GPP.  It’s a globally standardized communication system so is ubiquitous worldwide.  If you record video on a cell phone, it will be saved as this format by default. 
Even so, it is probably a good idea to ask the person you are sending the files about the “file format” that is used on their cell phone. All he or she has to do is to look at the file name. The 3 letters on the right side of the file name following the “.”, is the abbreviation for the file format.
Now that you know the screen resolution and file format, you are ready to use SUPER © v2010.build.38
Hard part: the list of “Screen Resolutions” I gave you above displays numbers differently from the “Video Scale Size” seen in SUPER, even though they refer to the same thing.
In the list of “Screen Resolutions” you have seen the number 240 x 320. In Super this is referred to as “Video Scale Size” and given as 320:240. They both refer to the same size.
In the example below, I am preparing to encode The Godman DVD in Urdu for India. This great evangelistic film is distributed by One Hope.  

Start here. Using either 3GP or 3GP2 will give you different screen size choices. Pick the one with the screen size option that is closest to the phone you are publishing to. Remember bigger is better that smaller.
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The frames per second (FPS) control should match the FPS of the original file or be ½ of the FPS of the original file. This will prevent things form being “unsynchronized”.
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Drag the files you want to encode into the area indicated. When you select the “Encode” command you will be offered a chance to decide where to store your “ready for glory” file!
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Place the SD Card in the Hands of an Evangelist
Recently I sent these files to India… Please note that I encoded them twice. Once for cell phones and once for PCs or solar video players. Particularly notice how much smaller the files are that are used on cell phones.
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Find a Wycliffe translator who would like to publish work on the cell phone. Talk to your evangelist teacher friend. Send him this article. Use $1 USD postage to mail the SD card. Spend a week or two with someone in the field taking your micro-SD cards with you. The world is your oyster, go find the pearls of great price!
