Today we’re going to look at Proverbs chapter 3. 

Translate Here:      
We’re going to focus on the first four verses. 

Translate Here:      
Listen as I read.

Translate Here:      
“My child, never forget the things I have taught you. 

Translate Here:      
Store my commands in your heart, 

Translate Here:      
for they will give you a long and satisfying life. 

Translate Here:      
Never let loyalty and kindness get away from you; 

Translate Here:      
Wear them like a necklace. 

Translate Here:      
Write them deep within your heart. 

Translate Here:      
Then, you will find favor with God and people, 

Translate Here:      
and you will gain a good reputation.” 

Translate Here:      
Praise the Lord. This is our daily bread, brothers and sisters in Christ.

Translate Here:      
 This is for today.

Translate Here:      
 “Store my commands in your heart, 

Translate Here:      
have a long and satisfying life, 

Translate Here:      
find favor with God and with people.” 

Translate Here:      
Most of us are looking for a long and satisfying life.

Translate Here:      
We all really yearn for that. 

Translate Here:      
And certainly we would like to have a good reputation, 

Translate Here:      
not just with men, but favor with God.

Translate Here:      
Imagine that! Favor with God. 

Translate Here:      
“My child, never forget the things I have taught you. 

Translate Here:      
Store my commands in your heart.” 

We’re trying to make a connection between Proverbs and the Gospels, 

Translate Here:      
the message that’s found in Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John. 

Translate Here:      
Is there a connection between the Old Testament teachings 

Translate Here:      
and the teachings of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ? 

Translate Here:      
In John 14:5 listen to the Word of the Lord. It says,

Translate Here:      
“If you love me, you will obey what I command. 

Translate Here:      
I will ask the Father and He will give you another counselor 

Translate Here:      
Who will be with you forever, the Spirit of Truth.” 

Translate Here:      
A little later in verse 21, it says, 

Translate Here:      
“Whoever has my commands and obeys them, 

Translate Here:      
he is the one who loves me. 

Translate Here:      
He who loves me will be loved by my Father, 

Translate Here:      
and I will love him and manifest myself to him. 

Translate Here:      
If you love me, you will obey what I command.” 

Translate Here:      
How do we know that we are obeying the commands of God? 

Translate Here:      
How do we even get the commands of God? 

Translate Here:      
In Proverbs 3 it says, “Store my commands in your heart.”

Translate Here:      
In John 14 he says, “Obey what I command 

Translate Here:      
and I’ll give you a counselor, the spirit of truth.

Translate Here:      
It tells us in John, 

Translate Here:      
the spirit of truth is our teacher. 

Translate Here:      
He’ll bring things to our remembrance. 

Translate Here:      
Now that’s an important issue right there. 

Translate Here:      
How can you remember something that you’ve never encountered?

Translate Here:      
See, to remember something you have to have encountered it. 

Translate Here:      
You have to have seen it; 

Translate Here:      
you have to have stored it in your heart. 

Translate Here:      
So there’s a twofold process. 

Translate Here:      
You store it in your heart, 

Translate Here:      
and then the spirit of truth, the Holy Spirit,

Translate Here:      
brings it out of your heart at the right time, 

Translate Here:      
just when you need it. 

Translate Here:      
So, in Proverbs it says,

Translate Here:      
 “Store my commands in your heart.”

Translate Here:      
Last Friday, we looked at the problem of Solomon. 

Translate Here:      
I’ve been thinking about it since then. 

Translate Here:      
The problem of Solomon. 

Translate Here:      
Here he was, a man with great wisdom, 

Translate Here:      
more wisdom than anybody in the history of mankind. 

Translate Here:      
He wrote and said, 

Translate Here:      
“If you have wisdom, 

Translate Here:      
it will keep you away from the wayward woman, 

Translate Here:      
or the strange woman.”

Translate Here:      
We discover when reading the word of God

Translate Here:      
that Solomon was given over to strange women. 

Translate Here:      
He had over a thousand wives. 

Translate Here:      
He went and took women from all of the tribes all of the heathen about him.

Translate Here:      
And, as if that wasn’t enough, he also built altars of incense to their gods, 

Translate Here:         
He joined them. 

Translate Here:      
He helped them to worship other gods. 

Translate Here:      
Solomon made a big mistake! 

Translate Here:      
Though he was a wise man, 

Translate Here:      
he made a huge mistake. 

Translate Here:      
As I sought the Lord 

Translate Here:      
regarding why Solomon made such an error,
Translate Here:      
I believe that the answer He gave me 

Translate Here:      
was the one that I expressed last Friday. 

Translate Here:      
Solomon evidently simply stopped storing the commands of God in his heart.

Translate Here:      
He became so interested in all the other knowledge of the world 
Translate Here:      
which we find out about when we read in the book of Ecclesiastes. 

Translate Here:      
He studied everything with infinite detail. 

Translate Here:      
He categorized all of the plants and the animals. 

Translate Here:      
He gave names to them and studied them 

Translate Here:      
when what he should’ve been doing 

Translate Here:      
was copying the law of God, or the commands of God. 

Translate Here:      
Let’s turn back to Deuteronomy 17 

Translate Here:      
because there are the guidelines for the king, 

Translate Here:      
and you and I are the King’s kids. 

Translate Here:      
We’re royal priests. We’re royalty, 

Translate Here:      
because that’s our inheritance in Christ.

Translate Here:      
So when the Holy Spirit through Moses gave guidelines for the king, 

Translate Here:      
they clearly apply to us. 

Translate Here:      
This guideline that I see to be incredibly important is found in Deuteronomy 17:18.

Translate Here:      
It says, “When this king sits on the throne 

Translate Here:      
he must copy these laws for himself on a scroll 

Translate Here:      
in front of the Levitical priests 

Translate Here:      
He must always keep a copy of the law with him 

Translate Here:      
and read it daily as long as he lives.” 

Translate Here:      
These are instructions for the king. 

Translate Here:      
If these instruction apply to the king in the time of the nation of Israel, 

Translate Here:      
and we have been grafted into the tree. 

Translate Here:      
We’re now part of the New Jerusalem, 

Translate Here:      
We’re the spiritual Israel. 

Translate Here:      
Not only are we the spiritual Israel, 

Translate Here:      
but we are royalty in that nation, 

Translate Here:      
and these laws apply to us. 

Translate Here:      
Proverbs says, “Store my commands in your heart.”    
Translate Here:      
Jesus says in the book of John, 

Translate Here:      
“He that has my commands…” 

Translate Here:      
“Read it daily as long as you live.” 

Translate Here:      
That’s the instruction given by Moses for the kings of Israel. 

Translate Here:      
He also goes on and says to copy it. 

Translate Here:      
Not a bad idea. 

Translate Here:      
Memory verses, 

Translate Here:      
finding a section of scriptures that is meaningful to you 

Translate Here:      
and writing it out. 

Translate Here:      
There’s something about copying on a piece of paper 

Translate Here:      
that makes you have a more intimate contact with it. 

Translate Here:      
But it says also, 

Translate Here:      
that he should have it with him everywhere he goes. 

Translate Here:      
Our responses should be responses from the word of God.

Translate Here:      
When we confront situations, 

Translate Here:      
our responses should be from the word of God. 

Translate Here:      
Praise the Lord!

Translate Here:      
Proverbs 3

Translate Here:      
 “Store my commandments in your heart. 

Translate Here:      
They will give you a long and satisfying life. 

Translate Here:      
What is the difference between one man and another man? 

Translate Here:      
One man dies prematurely, 

Translate Here:      
another man lives a long and satisfying life. 

Translate Here:      
He has a good reputation. 

Translate Here:      
His family thinks highly of him or her. 

Translate Here:      
What is it? 

Translate Here:      
That man stores the commands of God in his heart…

Translate Here:      
reads the word of God daily…

Translate Here:      
makes the commands of God a center focus of his life.

Translate Here:      
“My child, never forget the things I’ve taught you, 

Translate Here:      
store my commands in your heart, 

Translate Here:      
for they will give you a long and satisfying life.”

Translate Here:      
We say we believe the bible. 

Translate Here:      
We say that the bible is true. 

Translate Here:      
Well, it says, store these commands 

Translate Here:      
and get a long and satisfying life.

Translate Here:      
The commands are all tied up 

Translate Here:      
with a very important part of the gospel.

Translate Here:      
Back to John. 

Translate Here:      
Here’s Jesus speaking, in John 15

Translate Here:      
“As the Father has loved me, 

Translate Here:      
so I have loved you. 

Translate Here:      
Now, remain in my love.” 

Translate Here:      
Back to Proverbs 3:3 

Translate Here:      
“Never let loyalty and kindness get away from you. 

Translate Here:      
Wear them like a necklace.”

Translate Here:      
Loyalty and kindness.

Translate Here:      
Kindness, love, it’s speaking of here in Proverbs 3 

Translate Here:      
Jesus says,

Translate Here:      
“If you will obey my commands, 

Translate Here:      
you will remain in my love, 

Translate Here:      
just as I obey my Father’s commands and remain in His love.” 

Translate Here:      
We’re back in John 15

Translate Here:      
“I have told you this so that my joy may be in you 

Translate Here:      
and that your joy may be complete.” 

Translate Here:      
Jesus has given us instructions; 

Translate Here:      
He wants us to be happy. 

Translate Here:      
He says, this is how you’re to get happy right now.

Translate Here:      
 “Listen to my command; 

Translate Here:      
Love each other even as I have loved you. 

Translate Here:      
Greater love has no one than this: 

Translate Here:      
that he lay down his life for his friends. 

Translate Here:      
You are my friends if you do what I command.” 

Translate Here:            
He says, “This is my commandment, love one another.” 

Translate Here:            
The wisdom of Proverbs says, 

Translate Here:            
“Never let loyalty and kindness get away from you. 

Translate Here:            
Wear them like a necklace. 

Translate Here:            
Write them deep within your heart. 

Translate Here:      
Then you will find favor with God and people 

Translate Here:            
and you will gain a good reputation.

Translate Here:            
Praise the Lord! What a connection! 

Translate Here:            
What a beautiful connection between the book of Proverbs 

Translate Here:            
and the gospel of the lord Jesus Christ. 

Translate Here:            
Let’s go one step higher. 

Translate Here:            
Back to John 14:21 

Translate Here:            
“Whoever has my commands…” 

Translate Here:            
How did we get them? We read them daily; 

Translate Here:            
We took them with us wherever we went. 

Translate Here:      
“Whoever has my commands and obeys them…” 

Translate Here:            
It’s not enough just to have them; 

Translate Here:            
it’s not enough just to know them.

Translate Here:            
“Whoever has my commands and obeys them.” 

Translate Here:            
Remember what it says…

Translate Here:            
The wise man is the one who hears the word of God 

Translate Here:            
and does it is like the person who built his house upon the rock 

Translate Here:            
and when the wind and the waves came against it, it stood firm. 

Translate Here:            
The foolish man is like 

Translate Here:            
the man who built his house upon the sand.

Translate Here:            
He heard the word of God, 

Translate Here:            
but he didn’t do it and the winds and the rains came 

Translate Here:            
and that house was destroyed.

Translate Here:            
John 14:21

Translate Here:            
“Whoever has my commandments and obeys them, 

Translate Here:            
he is the one who loves me. 

Translate Here:            
He who loves me will be loved by my father.

Translate Here:            
And I, too, will love Him 

Translate Here:            
and manifest Myself to him.”

Translate Here:            
I’ll reveal myself to him; 

Translate Here:            
I’ll show myself to him;

Translate Here:            
He will see my face. 

Translate Here:            
He will know me. 

Translate Here:            
This person that has my commands and obeys them and loves me, 

Translate Here:            
I’m going to reveal Myself to him. 

Translate Here:            
Have you seen Jesus lately? 

Translate Here:            
Has the Holy Spirit come to you in a meaningful way lately?     

Translate Here:            
Well, just maybe you’re not obeying the commands. 

Translate Here:            
There’s a difference between what we call a “cold church” 

Translate Here:      
And an “on-fire church”. 

Translate Here:            
The cold church is sitting there talking about Him, 

Translate Here:            
The on-fire church is talking to Him 

Translate Here:            
getting their marching orders, going out and doing them 

Translate Here:            
He’s revealing Himself to them.

Translate Here:            
He says, “This is My commandment, 

Translate Here:            
that you love one another that your joy may be full.” 

Translate Here:            
How’s your joy level today? 

Translate Here:            
Have you got the joy of the Lord today?

Translate Here:            
Is it flowing through your heart? 

Translate Here:            
If not, maybe you haven’t been obeying the commands. 

Translate Here:               
This is Brother Stephen Keel and this is A Proverb A Day.
