“My child, never forget the things I have taught you. 

Translate Here:            
Store my commands in your heart, 

Translate Here:            

for they will give you a long and satisfying life.

Translate Here:            
Never let loyalty and kindness get away from you. 

Translate Here:            

Wear them like a necklace. 

Translate Here:            

Write them deep within your heart, 

Translate Here:            

then you will find favor with both God and people, 

Translate Here:            

and you will gain a good reputation.”

Surely someone listening would like to have a long and satisfying life.

Translate Here:            

  Surely someone listening would like to find favor with both God and with man. 

Translate Here:            

Do you really want it? 

Translate Here:            

What price would you pay? 

Translate Here:            

What would you do to have a long and satisfying life? 

Translate Here:            

Well, There’s a pathway that we can walk on.  

Translate Here:            

It is called the Way, and it is Jesus. 

Translate Here:            

Jesus can lead us into this long and satisfying life.

I’m going verse by verse through the Book of Proverbs.

I want to jump ahead to chapter 6 for just a minute

 because I’m very of excited about going there.

It all ties into Proverbs chapter 3.  

Translate Here:            

And these are not the only places.  

Translate Here:            

But listen to this: Chapter 6 in Proverbs:

“My son, keep your father’s commandments, 

Translate Here:            

and forsake not the law of your mother. 

Translate Here:            

Bind them continually upon your heart 

Translate Here:            

and tie them about your neck. 

Translate Here:            

When you go, it shall lead you. 

Translate Here:            

When you sleep, it shall keep you. 

Translate Here:            

When you awake, it shall talk with you. 

Translate Here:            

For the Commandment is a lamp 

Translate Here:            

and the law is light 

Translate Here:            

and reproofs of instruction are a way of life.

Translate Here:            

My son, Keep your father’s commandments.”

Translate Here:            

Oh, there is such a richness here. 

Translate Here:            

 I’m so full of desire to communicate what this is all about. 

Translate Here:            

My son, Keep your father’s commandments. 

Translate Here:            

What does this mean? 

Translate Here:            

It doesn’t mean the wisdom of the father. 

Translate Here:            

It means keep the commandments that your father has kept. 

Translate Here:            

That Godly father, that Godly mother, that Godly grandmother 

Translate Here:            

who has walked in the commandments of the Lord for many years. 

Translate Here:            

Keep those commandments that they kept. 

Translate Here:            

Forsake not the law of your mother. 

Translate Here:            

Bind them continually upon thy heart. 

Translate Here:            

The Jewish people took this literally 

Translate Here:            

and they actually wore little leather bags, 

Translate Here:            

and inside the little leather bags, 

Translate Here:            

there were the commandments of God written down, 

Translate Here:            

and they bound them about their neck. 

Translate Here:            

Proverbs chapter 3 

Translate Here:            

he said, “Wear them as a necklace.” 

Translate Here:            

You know that putting them in a bag 

Translate Here:            

and hanging them around your neck 

Translate Here:            

is not going to bring the results that you are hoping for. 

Translate Here:            

They have to be made part of you. 

Translate Here:            

They have to be part of your life.  

Translate Here:            

Putting them around your neck…, 

Translate Here:            

It doesn’t really mean putting them in a bag around your neck. 

Translate Here:            

It means making them flesh.

Translate Here:            

They become part of the way you live. 

Translate Here:            

The word became flesh and dwelled among men. 

Translate Here:            

Making these commandments a part of your life;

Translate Here:            

That is what this is all about. 

Translate Here:            

What do you think of, when someone says, 

Translate Here:            

 “Keep the commandments of God?” 

Translate Here:            

I can answer that for you 

Translate Here:            

because I know how many people think, 

Translate Here:            

when they think about the commandments of God. 

Translate Here:            

Of course, they think of the 10 Commandments immediately. 

Translate Here:            

In Exodus Chapter 20 

Translate Here:            

God spoke all these words saying, 

Translate Here:            

“I am the Lord thy God” 

Translate Here:            

which has brought thee out of the land of Egypt 

Translate Here:            

and out of the house of bondage. 

Translate Here:            

Thou shalt have no other gods before me. 

Translate Here:            

Thou shall not make any graven image 

Translate Here:            

or likeness of anything that is in the heaven above 

Translate Here:            

or on the earth beneath or that is in the water under the earth. 

Translate Here:            

Thou shall not bow down thy self to them.

Translate Here:            

The 10 commandments I am going to refer to as 

Translate Here:            

the “Thou Shalt Not” Commandments. 

Translate Here:            

They were the center of the life of the children of Israel. 

Translate Here:            

But you know, they never were able to keep them. 

Translate Here:            

They failed miserably over and over and over again. 

Translate Here:            

The history of the children of Israel was their disobedience towards God 

Translate Here:            

They went a whoring after the other gods of the neighboring nations.  

Translate Here:            

If your concept of keeping the commandments of God is 

Translate Here:            

that “I won’t do this, and I won’t do that,.” 

Translate Here:            

Then you are doomed to failure, 

Translate Here:            

Exactly the way the children of Israel were doomed to failure. 

Translate Here:            

Because there is another set of commandments out there, 

Translate Here:            

and we touched on the most important one yesterday. 

Translate Here:            

“This is my commandment 

Translate Here:            

that you love one another even as I have loved you.” 

Translate Here:            

There are a number of commandments 

Translate Here:            

that are NOT “thou shall not” commandments, 

Translate Here:            

but “thou SHALL” commandments….Listen. 

Translate Here:            

The scripture tells us “Be not drunk with wine where in is excess, 

Translate Here:            

but be filled with the Spirit, 

Translate Here:            

singing and making melody in your heart unto the Lord, 

Translate Here:            

teaching one another in Psalms and hymns and spiritual songs.” 

Translate Here:            

That’s a “thou shall” commandment. 

Translate Here:            

“Be filled with the Spirit.”  

Translate Here:            

In Galatians, Paul shows us, that if you will walk in the spirit, 

Translate Here:            

you will not fulfill the lusts of the flesh.

Translate Here:            

Now, we are talking about the commandments of God. 

Translate Here:            

We are talking about keeping the commandments of God. 

Translate Here:            

Hear this, if you love according to Jesus’ command, 

Translate Here:            

you will keep all of the commandments. 

Translate Here:            

A young man came to Jesus and said, Teacher, what’s the greatest law?   

Translate Here:            

“To love the Lord thy God with all your heart, all your soul, all your mind, and all your strength.” 

Translate Here:            

”And the second is like unto it, to love thy neighbor, as thyself” 

Translate Here:            

If you do this, 

Translate Here:            

if you keep the royal commandment of love, 

Translate Here:            

it says, that you will have fulfilled all of the law of the prophets.  

Translate Here:            

If you are walking in love, 

Translate Here:            

you don’t have to worry about temptations to steal.

Translate Here:            

Or lust after your neighbor’s wife. 

Translate Here:            

You don’t have to worry about whether you are jealous. 

Translate Here:            

You don’t have to worry about the “Thou Shalt Not’s” of the 10 commandments 

Translate Here:            

because love is more powerful.

Translate Here:            

If you’ll walk in the spirit of love, 

Translate Here:            

you will not fulfill the lust of the flesh.

Translate Here:            

So we are called to keep the “Thou Shall” commandments. 

Translate Here:            

You shall love the Lord thy God with all your heart, all your mind, and all your strength. 

Translate Here:            

But yet there is another kind of commandment. 

Translate Here:            

We put a name on it the other day at the prison. 

Translate Here:            

We called them the “In Your Face” commandments. 

Translate Here:            

What do I mean by the “In Your Face” commandments?  

Translate Here:            

The scriptures are full of the “In Your Face” commandments. 

Translate Here:            

These are times when Jesus manifested himself.

Translate Here:            

He revealed himself to his people and said do this, do this. 

Translate Here:            

We have the story of  Peter. 

Translate Here:            

He’s up on a rooftop. 

Translate Here:            

He had a vision of a sheet coming down from heaven 

Translate Here:            

and it was filled with all sorts of unclean things, 

Translate Here:            

The Spirit spoke to him and said, “Eat.” 

Translate Here:            

and he said, “But I have never eaten those thing in my life.  

Translate Here:            

It’s against the rules.”

Translate Here:            

The Spirit said, “Call not unclean that which I call clean.”

Translate Here:            

Peter was challenged to act differently from his normal way of doing things. 

Translate Here:            

Well, the whole purpose of that wasn’t to get him to eat unclean food. 

Translate Here:            

The whole purpose was to let him know 

Translate Here:            

that he was about to get some visitors, 

Translate Here:            

and that these visitors were gentiles. 

Translate Here:            

There was a racial issue here. 

Translate Here:            

These people were a different race. 

Translate Here:            

And there was animosity between them.  

Translate Here:            

Jews and the Gentiles didn’t like each other. 

Translate Here:            

God was preparing Peter to say ,

Translate Here:            

 “Okay I’m going to send you these Gentiles that you don’t like, 

Translate Here:            

and I am going to have you do something, 
Translate Here:            

something that you don’t’ want to do.

Translate Here:            

 I am going to ask you to go to their house. 

Translate Here:            

It was against the Jewish rules for a Jew to go into a Gentile house. 

Translate Here:            

But God prepared Peter with an “In Your Face” commandment. 

Translate Here:            

He said, “Go to his home.”

Translate Here:            

He went to the home 

Translate Here:            

and you and I are forever indebted to it, 

Translate Here:            

because the Gospel was preached to the Gentiles,  

Translate Here:            

And Jesus came to those people outside of the Israelite nation. 

Translate Here:            

It was a wonderful thing! 

Translate Here:            

In the Old Testament, we saw Hosea, the prophet. 

Translate Here:            

The Lord came to him and said, “Marry a prostitute.” 

Translate Here:            

He married this prostitute. 

Translate Here:            

Can you imagine God coming to you

Translate Here:            

And saying in your face, “Marry a prostitute?”  

Translate Here:            

It happened to Hosea. Look it up and read it. It really happened. 

Translate Here:            

Why did God get in this guy’s face 

Translate Here:            

and say “Marry a prostitute”? 

Translate Here:            

Because he wanted to demonstrate to the nation of Israel, his love. 

Translate Here:            

Because the nation Israel was like a prostitute. 

Translate Here:            

She had prostituted herself, 

Translate Here:            

By giving herself to other gods, 

Translate Here:            

and He wanted Hosea to marry a prostitute, 

Translate Here:            

And then asked him to buy her back from the pimp, 

Translate Here:            

Buy her back from her sin. 

Translate Here:            

That’s what Jesus did for us. 

Translate Here:            

He bought us out of sin. 

Translate Here:            

And then he bestowed his love upon us. 

Translate Here:            

Hosea was to love this prostitute. 

Translate Here:            

 It was all just a picture. 
Translate Here:            

He got in Hosea’s face and he said do this thing. 

Translate Here:            

Well, there are many examples of the commandments of God

Translate Here:            

where he comes to a man and he tells him to do something.  

Translate Here:            

He came to Abraham. 

Translate Here:            

He said take up your tents and pack up. 

Translate Here:            

You are going on a trip. 

Translate Here:            

You are going to another land 

Translate Here:            

That I will give you for an inheritance.. 

Translate Here:            

Sometimes God comes to us that way. 

Translate Here:            

He says “Move out of town.

Translate Here:            

I’ve got something else for you. 

Translate Here:            

I have got a place where I want you to go. 

Translate Here:            

If you are walking in relationship with Jesus, 

Translate Here:            

if you really know the Lord, 

Translate Here:            

then He will be in your face directing your life.

Translate Here:            

 He will be giving you guidance on a daily basis. 

Translate Here:            

He will be talking to you. 

Translate Here:            

That is why I want to read to you out of Proverbs chapter 6.

Translate Here:            

I wonder if the children of Israel, 

Translate Here:            

who had access to these Proverbs 

Translate Here:            

really knew the significance of these Proverbs. 

Translate Here:            

It says, “Keep your father’s commandments, 

Translate Here:            

Bind them upon your heart. 

Translate Here:            

Tie them about your neck. 

Translate Here:            

When you go, it shall lead you. 

Translate Here:            

When you sleep, it shall keep you, 

Translate Here:            

and when you awake, it shall talk to you. 

Translate Here:            

Whoever heard of a piece of paper inside a little pouch 

Translate Here:            

Hanging around your neck and talking to you? 

Translate Here:            

Surely, this is not talking about a written word, wrapped up, 

Translate Here:            

or even the black leather Bible lying on your table.  

Translate Here:            

This is talking about the living God

Translate Here:            

Who gets in your face and talks to you, 

Translate Here:            

Commanding you to do something.  

Translate Here:            

Jesus said, “He who has my commandments obey them. 

Translate Here:            

He loves me. And to him I will manifest myself.  

Translate Here:            

I will reveal myself. 

Translate Here:            

What a wonderful concept!

Translate Here:            

What wonderful possibility. 
Translate Here:            

I hope we can explore some more.
