is that each verse is very power packed. 

Translate here:      

Each verse has a depth of meaning, 

Translate here:      

and we’ve tried to reveal that depth of meaning. 

Translate here:      

We are going to move on into chapter 5. 

Translate here:      

In chapter 5, there is a different style. 

Translate here:      

Instead of there being verse after verse of powerful information, 

Translate here:      

there is a whole message here.

Translate here:      

Because of this, we need to treat chapter 5 as a complete story. 

Translate here:      

It is the story of the immoral woman.

Translate here:      

We are going to read chapter 5 of Proverbs in its entirety today. 

Translate here:      

It has 22 verses, so just sit back and listen. 

Translate here:      

“My son, pay attention to my wisdom. 

Translate here:      

Listen carefully to my wise counsel. 

Translate here:      

Then you will be discreet and store up knowledge.” 

Translate here:      

So far it sounds like what we have listened to already, 

Translate here:      

but now it’s going to tell us exactly what we need to hear.  

Translate here:      

It says, “the lips of an immoral woman are as sweet as honey, 

Translate here:      

and her mouth is smoother than oil, 

Translate here:      

but the result is as bitter as poison, sharp as a double edged sword. 

Translate here:      

Her feet go down to death. 

Translate here:      

Her steps lead straight to the grave. 

Translate here:      

She does not care about the path to life.” 

Translate here:      

Apparently she did not have her radio turned on yesterday 

Translate here:      

when we spoke about making straight paths for our feet.

Translate here:      

“She staggers down a crooked trail, 

Translate here:      

and she doesn’t even realize where it leads, 

Translate here:      

so now my sons listen to me. 

Translate here:      

Never stray from what I am about to say. Run from her. 

Translate here:      

Don’t go near the door of her house. 

Translate here:      

If you do, you will lose your honor 

Translate here:      

and hand over to merciless people everything you ever achieved in life. 

Translate here:      

Strangers will obtain your wealth 

Translate here:      

and someone else will enjoy the fruit of your labor. 

Translate here:      

Afterward you will groan in anguish when disease consumes your body. 

Translate here:      

You will say how I hated discipline! 

Translate here:      

If only I had not demanded my own way. 

Translate here:      

Oh, why didn’t I listen to my teachers? 

Translate here:      

Why didn’t I pay attention to those who gave me instruction? 

Translate here:      

I have come to the brink of utter ruin, 

Translate here:      

and now I must face public disgrace. 

Translate here:      

Drink water from your own well. 

Translate here:      

Share your love only with your wife. 

Translate here:      

Why spill the water of your springs in public 

Translate here:      

having sex with just anyone? 

Translate here:      

You should reserve it for yourselves. 

Translate here:      

Don’t share it with strangers. 

Translate here:      

Let your wife be a fountain of blessing from you. 

Translate here:      

Rejoice in the wife of your youth. 

Translate here:      

She is a loving doe, a graceful deer. 

Translate here:      

Let her breasts satisfy you always. 

Translate here:      

May you always be captivated by her love? 

Translate here:      

Why be captivated, my son, with an immoral woman? 

Translate here:      

Or embrace the breasts of an adulteress woman? 

Translate here:      

For the Lord sees clearly what a man does, 

Translate here:      

examining every path that he takes. 

Translate here:      

An evil man is held captive by his own sins. 

Translate here:      

They are ropes that catch and hold him. 

Translate here:      

He will die for lack of self-control. 

Translate here:      

He will be lost because of his incredible folly.” 

Translate here:      

Now that chapter may be a surprise to some of us. 

Translate here:      

We talk about plain talk. 

Translate here:      

This talk is very plain and straight. 

Translate here:      

The Holy Spirit explained this passage of scripture to us in detail. 

Translate here:      

He said these are the consequences. 

Translate here:      

Look out! I want to warn you, 

Translate here:      

and I want to warn you in words you can understand. 

Translate here:      

Pay close attention. 

Translate here:      

This immoral woman, that he is warning us about: 

Translate here:      

She doesn’t even care about the pathway to life. 

Translate here:      

She has given up. She doesn’t think there is any hope. 

Translate here:      

She is going to seek pleasure.

Translate here:      

She will seek it any way and anywhere that she can find it.  

Translate here:      

Every time I read this chapter, I think, my! My! 

Translate here:      

The Holy Spirit has openly explained one of mankind’s most common pitfalls. 

Translate here:      

He has clearly explained it 

Translate here:      

So that you and I can understand what He is talking about. 

Translate here:      

He has given you and me very plain instructions. 

Translate here:      

You see I am a man and I am tempted. 

Translate here:      

I see those things on television. 

Translate here:      

I see that immoral woman walking down the street. 

Translate here:      

I even dream in the night of these evil opportunities coming to me. 

Translate here:      

Now there may be a few men that don’t have that problem. 

Translate here:      

If you are one of those men, you can turn the radio off right now. 

Translate here:      

You don’t have to listen anymore. 

Translate here:      

I have not yet met any man that did not have that kind of problem, 

Translate here:      

this lust for sin. 

Translate here:      

This desire for another woman is as old as the history of man. 

Translate here:      

It’s been a common problem to man for such a long time. 

Translate here:      

I woke up this morning, knowing I was going to talk on this subject, 

Translate here:      

and the Lord brought to my mind a hymn. 

Translate here:      

I want to bring a verse out of this ancient hymn 

Translate here:      

that was written in the 18th century, well over 200 years ago. 

Translate here:      

The title of the hymn is “Come Thou (You),  Fount Of Many Blessings.” 

Translate here:      

It says, “Let thy goodness like a fetter bind my wandering heart to thee. 

Translate here:      

Prone to wander Lord, I feel it. Prone to leave the God I love.” 

Translate here:      

The writer of this hymn said, “Prone to wander, Lord, I feel it. 

Translate here:      

I know that inside of me there is this thing that wants to wander away, 

Translate here:      

That wants to wander off the straight path that we talked about yesterday. 

Translate here:      

It is being enticed, being lured, 

Translate here:      

being captivated by the immediate, 

Translate here:      

by the possibility of getting some satisfaction right now.  

Translate here:      

Prone to wander Lord, I feel it, 

Translate here:      

but let thy (your) goodness like a fetter (chain) bind my wandering heart to thee (you). 

Translate here:      

There is the answer right or prayer we should pray. 

Translate here:      

The writer of the hymn made it clear that this wandering is a tendency to leave God. 

Translate here:      

This whole thing about having a relationship with an immoral woman, 

Translate here:      

it is not only talking about fornication. 

Translate here:      

It is not only talking about sexual gratification, 

Translate here:      

it is talking about leaving God himself. 

Translate here:      

Our first commandment is to love the Lord thy God, 

Translate here:      

with all thy heart and all thy soul and all thy mind and all thy strength. 

Translate here:      

We have a love relationship with God, 

Translate here:      

and when we turn our hearts away from God, 

Translate here:      

it is just like this man in the book of Proverbs who chased after an immoral woman. 

Translate here:      

It is a turning of our hearts, our affections, our attention, 

Translate here:      

and ultimately our love to another for pleasure from another source, 

Translate here:      

other than the source we ought to receive it from. 

Translate here:      

Jesus is described to us as the bridegroom of the bride of Christ. 

Translate here:      

The church is the bride. 

Translate here:      

Jesus is the bridegroom. 

Translate here:      

There is going to be a great marriage supper of the Lamb. 

Translate here:      

Right now we are in the engagement stage. 

Translate here:      

Right now we are engaged to be married. 

Translate here:      

We are His. Every true believer in Christ is already his. 

Translate here:      

It is an accomplished fact. 

Translate here:      

The marriage contract has been signed. 

Translate here:      

We know who the husband is. 

Translate here:      

And we know who the wife is. 

Translate here:      

But the wedding has not yet occurred. 

Translate here:      

The marriage supper of the Lamb is waiting for us at the end of time 

Translate here:      

when the whole world is brought to a close. 

Translate here:      

A great celebration or wedding is being prepared for God’s people.  

Translate here:      

In the meantime, because we are his, we are called to faithfulness. 

Translate here:      

We are called to be faithful to God. 

Translate here:      

Yesterday we looked at the straight pathway, 

Translate here:      

and we talked about the right way being narrow. 

Translate here:      

The way to destruction is broad and very wide. 

Translate here:      

And many go that way. 

Translate here:      

Well, when we chase after other gods, 

Translate here:      

when we dabble in other religions, 

Translate here:      

when we seek the wisdom outside of the word of God, 

Translate here:      

when we seek instruction from false prophets and teachers, 

Translate here:      

that is exactly and identically the same as being with an immoral woman. 

Translate here:      

Throughout the book of Proverbs, those practical things are presented to us. 

Translate here:      

Those high and lofty teachings of God are clarified to us. 

Translate here:      

The practical things are explained at the level of our bodies, 

Translate here:      

where we can take the temperature. 

Translate here:      

We can put a thermometer in and say, 

Translate here:      

“Yep, that’s flesh. 98.6 degrees Fahrenheit” 

Translate here:      

That is real flesh, a real body that gets involved with sexual sin. 

Translate here:      

But, it is also a picture, a type, a metaphor, or a representation. 

Translate here:      

These references talk about other things in addition to the natural body. 

Translate here:      

Yes, we are to flee fornication in the body, 

Translate here:      

but we are also to flee fornication with the ideas of the world; 

Translate here:      

For example, secular humanism, which is being taught in American school systems today. 

Translate here:      

Humanism says that everybody is okay, and that everybody is naturally good.

Translate here:      

It says there is no real thing as sin. 

Translate here:      

Sin is just an ancient idea that the Christians somehow can’t get free of. 

Translate here:      

They say that Christians are shackled by their ideas of sin. 

Translate here:      

But we are enlightened. 

Translate here:      

We know better. There is no sin. 

Translate here:      

If it feels good and if it doesn’t hurt anybody else, 

Translate here:      

go ahead and do what ever you want. 

Translate here:      

They talk about homosexual marriage.  

Translate here:      

They say, “People want the joy of being married to somebody of the same sex. 

Translate here:      

I see no reason that shouldn’t be done. 

Translate here:      

That’s a fine idea. It’s their life.  They have rights.

Translate here:      

Let’s vote into public office some people who will permit homosexual marriages.” 

Translate here:      

They say,  “Those Christians who have those crazy ideas about right and wrong 

Translate here:      

and about God being against something need to have their head adjusted.” 

Translate here:      

That’s the broad way, folks. 

Translate here:      

That’s the broad path that leads to destruction. 

Translate here:      

Let everybody be happy doing everything as they feel like. 

Translate here:      

Give them every opportunity to sin, that they can possibly desire. 

Translate here:      

Tear down all the barriers of life. 

Translate here:      

Tear down all the walls of life. 

Translate here:      

Let them go out and do whatever they want to. 

Translate here:      

Get as much pleasure out of sin as they can get. 

Translate here:      

That is the broad way that leads to destruction. 

Translate here:      

The narrow way is really the best way, the most fulfilling way. 

Translate here:      

Let your wife be a fountain of blessing. 

Translate here:      

Rejoice in the wife of your youth. 

Translate here:      

Let her breasts satisfy you always, is what the writer of Proverbs says. 

Translate here:      

I have been married over 30 years. 

Translate here:      

By grace I have been able to walk in the instructions of this book of Proverbs. 

Translate here:      

I am more in love with my wife today than I was 30 years ago. 

Translate here:      

My satisfaction with her has not decreased. It has increased. 

Translate here:      

I am getting to know her better and better, 

Translate here:      

She is a gift from God to me. 

Translate here:      

I see how we are one in the spirit in the Lord. 

Translate here:      

We are united together in Christ. 

Translate here:      

What a blessing. What a blessing! 

Translate here:      

Anything else, any other relationship is just momentary. 

Translate here:      

It is just for the pleasure of the moment. 

Translate here:      

God has given us eternal pleasures. 

Translate here:      

He is growing us together in a lasting, powerfully wonderful relationship. 

Translate here:      

I have had grace to experience that in my marriage. 

Translate here:      

I know that not everyone experiences that. 

Translate here:      

There are many people that call themselves Christians that got married years ago, 

Translate here:      

but they are no longer really married in their hearts. 

Translate here:      

Their love for each other has grown cold.

Translate here:      

That may describe your relationship with Jesus. 

Translate here:      

You are going to church, but you no longer really love him. 

Translate here:      

He wants to change that. He can fix that. 

Translate here:      

Go to Him and say forgive me Father. Draw me back to you. 

Translate here:      

He is longing to hear you say those words 

Translate here:      

and He knows how to wake you up to love Him again. 

Translate here:      

Turn away from the immoral woman today and chase after Jesus
