Translate here:  

We are sounding the trumpet. 
Translate here:  

We are calling out a warning. 
Translate here:  

We are allowing the book of Proverbs to make it very clear to us 

Translate here:  

that God is very unhappy with certain things we do. 
Translate here:  

We have seen that there are 6 things, no 7 that He hates and detests. 
Translate here:  

Today we are going to focus on the 7th one. 
Translate here:  

It is a person who sows discord among the brethren. 
Translate here:  

There are some people who are plainly divisive. 
Translate here:  

They have about them the ability to stir things up and to cause trouble. 
Translate here:  

But God hates those who sow discord among the brothers. 
Translate here:  

In Proverbs 6: 12 it says,

Translate here:  

“A naughty person or a wicked man walks with a froward mouth.” 
Translate here:  

In other words, these people are constant liars. 

Translate here:  

Their naughtiness comes out of their tongue. 
Translate here:  

It comes out of their mouth. 
Translate here:  

They say things to keep people stirred up. 
Translate here:  

Proverbs 29:22 says, 

Translate here:  

“A hot-tempered person starts fights and gets into all kinds of sin.” 
Translate here:  

There are some people who are basically hot-tempered.”  
Translate here:  

They are not only hot-tempered. 

Translate here:  

Usually they have a lot of pride associated with it. 
Translate here:  

In Proverbs 28:25, he says, 

Translate here:  

“He that is of a proud heart, stirs up strife, 

Translate here:  

but he that trusts in the Lord, shall be made fat. 
Translate here:  

He that trusts in his own heart is a fool, 

Translate here:  

but whoever walks wisely, he shall be delivered.” 
Translate here:  

These verses of Proverbs are showing us this fact:

Translate here:  

There are people who have that hot-tempered nature. 
Translate here:  

Some have bad habits of speaking about others, carelessly causing division. 
Translate here:  

Others start fights and get into all kinds of sin. 
Translate here:  

But then Proverbs goes on to give an explanation about these people. 
Translate here:  

It tells us he is proud of heart. 

Translate here:  

“He that is proud of heart stirs up strife.” 
Translate here:  

Where does strife come from? 
Translate here:  

Pride. 
Translate here:  

When I try to seem more important and try to affirm myself, 

Translate here:  

saying I am here and I am somebody, 

Translate here:  

and you have got to listen to me. 
Translate here:  

I want you to know what a great person I am. 
Translate here:  

Much of pride comes out of hurt, 

Translate here:  

a person who is not experiencing the love of Jesus, 

Translate here:  

a person who is not resting in the arms of Jesus, 

Translate here:  

or not comfortable in his relationship with the Lord. 
Translate here:  

Out of his discomfort, he sows strife and division. 

Translate here:  

He hurts, so he wants others to hurt too.
Translate here:  

So the answer for this person is that they discover the love of Jesus Christ.

Translate here:  

If they let the hurt be healed by Christ, 

Translate here:  

then they will not want to hurt others any longer.   
Translate here:  

We are endeavoring to see how the book of Proverbs looks forward to the gospels, 
Translate here:  

 Matthew Mark, Luke and John. 
Translate here:  

This is an interesting subject, this subject of division, 

Translate here:  

because there is a remarkable statement made by the Lord Jesus Christ 

Translate here:  

that seems to contradict what we have been reading about here in the book of Proverbs.  
Translate here:  

It says, “God hates those who sow discord among brothers.” 
Translate here:  

Listen to this remarkable statement in Luke chapter 12 verse 51. 
Translate here:  

Jesus is speaking. Listen to what he says. 

Translate here:  

“Do you suppose that I have come to bring peace on earth? 

Translate here:  

I tell you No, but rather division, 

Translate here:  

for from now on, there shall be 5 in one house divided: 

Translate here:  

3 against 2, and 2 against 3.” 
Translate here:  

Well, this is a little hard to understand. 
Translate here:  

We read in Proverbs that God hates those that sow discord, 

Translate here:  

but here Jesus, known as the Prince of Peace, says about Himself, 
Translate here:  

“Do you suppose that I have come to bring peace on earth? 

Translate here:  

I tell you No, but rather division.” 
Translate here:  

He is coming to actually sow discord among brothers in a household…in one house!  
Translate here:  

Jesus says one house will be divided. 
Translate here:  

There will be 3 against 2 and 2 against 3. 
Translate here:  

How can we work this out? 

Translate here:  

What is the answer to this contradiction? 
Translate here:  

Jesus is the Prince of Peace, 

Translate here:  

but He is making it clear that no harmony exists between himself and the sons of Belial. 
Translate here:  

As were heard yesterday out of First Corinthians, 

Translate here:  

the Apostle Paul repeats the same concept. 
Translate here:  

He says, “What fellowship has light with darkness? 

Translate here:  

Oil and water can not mix.” 
Translate here:  

Jesus is saying that in a single household, 
Translate here:  

if there are those who are following after their own evil desires, 
Translate here:  

if there are those who are full of pride and self-seeking, 
Translate here:  

then they are enemies of the Kingdom of God.
Translate here:  

They will be opposed to those who have bowed at the foot of my cross, 

Translate here:  

and those who have received of my Spirit. 

Translate here:  

Jesus says there will be a clear line between them.  
Translate here:  

There won’t be any mistaking, who is in which camp, 

Translate here:  

who is part of which fellowship; 

Translate here:  

the fellowship with darkness or the fellowship with light. 
Translate here:  

Jesus said I didn’t come to bring peace, but rather division. 
Translate here:  

Simply speaking, when Christ comes into a household, 

Translate here:  

it becomes clear who is on the Lord’s side. 
Translate here:  

The admonition to not sow discord among brothers is NOT referring to the Lord’s people versus his enemies.
Translate here:  

Yes, in the book of Proverbs, he says I hate those who sow discord. 
Translate here:  

God hates those who sow discord among brothers. 
Translate here:  

That verse is referring to the strife and arguments that happen inside the body of Christ 

Translate here:  

That verse refers to the believers who are calling on the name of Jesus Christ. 
Translate here:  

Usually the way people justify that kind of division, is that they say, 

Translate here:  

“I don’t even think he is saved.” Or “I am saved and he is not.” 
Translate here:  

Therefore I can criticize him and slander him and accuse him for it.” 
Translate here:  

Well, that is a very dangerous position to take. 
Translate here:  

He may be saved but just mad about your ungodliness. 

Translate here:  

You may be the one that is not saved! 
Translate here:  

So it is a little dangerous to take that position. 
Translate here:  

But Christ is saying when someone comes to the light; 

Translate here:  

they are no longer associated with those that are in the darkness. 
Translate here:  

Jesus came to make a dividing line, to make a separation, 

Translate here:  

to make a clear difference between those who are His 
Translate here:  

and those who are not His.  
Translate here:  

So when we are talking about sowing discord among the brothers, 

Translate here:  

what we are talking about is not the opposition between those who are saved and those that are not saved. 
Translate here:  

The admonition here is regarding arguments that take place among brothers and sisters in Christ. 
Translate here:  

It grieves the Lord. It grieves the Lord! 
Translate here:  

He gives us warnings about division inside the church. 
Translate here:  

Let’s look in First Corinthians chapter 12. 
Translate here:  

Here is a very clear warning. 
Translate here:  

I am reading verse 21. 
Translate here:  

Paul says, “The eye cannot say to the hand, I don’t need you 

Translate here:  

and the head can not say to the foot, I don’t need you. 
Translate here:  

On the contrary, those parts of the body that seem to be weaker are indispensable, 

Translate here:  

and the parts we think are less honorable, 
Translate here:  

we treat with special honor. 
Translate here:  

The parts that are unpresentable, are treated with special modesty.” 
Translate here:  

The Apostle Paul is writing here, talking about a physical body, 
Translate here:  

saying that there are certain parts of our body that we treat with honor. 

Translate here:  

We treat them with modesty. 

Translate here:  

We cover them like clothes cover the body to hide the flesh from public view. 
Translate here:  

Paul is saying that this principle is true in the body of Christ also. 
Translate here:  

There are weaker parts of the body. 
Translate here:  

There are some people in the church that are weaker, and they need to be protected. 

Translate here:  

They need to be covered. They need to be hidden. 
Translate here:  

Love hides a multitude of sins. 
Translate here:  

There may be a brother or sister in Christ who isn’t as strong as another brother or sister in Christ, 

Translate here:  

and they make certain mistakes. 
Translate here:  

For instance, they don’t have all the self-control they ought to have, 
Translate here:  

so with modesty, love covers their sin and tries to draw them in closer,

Translate here:  

to let them know that they really are loved 

Translate here:  

in spite of the fact that they are still struggling 
Translate here:  

There are many struggling members of the body of Christ today. 
Translate here:  

Some of them are baby Christians. 
Translate here:  

We need to protect them. 
Translate here:  

We don’t need to chop them off and criticize them for making mistakes. 
Translate here:  

Instead let’s protect them,  and help them to heal. 
Translate here:  

In speaking about the parts of the body, Paul says, 
Translate here:  

“God has combined the members of the body 

Translate here:  

and given greater honor to the parts that lacked it  
Translate here:  

so that there should not be DIVISION in the body, 

Translate here:  

but that its parts should have equal concern for each other. 
Translate here:  

If one part of the body suffers, 

Translate here:  

every part of the body suffers with it. 
Translate here:  

If one part of the body is honored, 

Translate here:  

every part rejoices with it.” 
Translate here:  

If there is somebody in the congregation of the saints, 
Translate here:  

that is suffering under a burden of sin, 

Translate here:  

that is struggling with a difficult problem in their own life, 
Translate here:  

 if they have a besetting sin, 
Translate here:  

something that they can’t overcome, 
Translate here:  

basically there are 3 things we can do. 
Translate here:  

We can give them the “left foot” of fellowship, 
Translate here:  

that is, kick them out of the church. 
Translate here:  

The second thing is we can ridicule them, 

Translate here:  

or gossip about them,

Translate here:  

and say snide remarks and evil things about them, 
Translate here:  

or 3, 

Translate here:  

we can endeavor to cover them and help them to heal. 
Translate here:  

We can endeavor to teach them and help them work through whatever their problem is. 
Translate here:  

This last way is the way of Christ. 
Translate here:  

If they are in the church 
Translate here:  

those that are weaker members, 
Translate here:  

those that are struggling, 
Translate here:  

it is the purpose and job of the stronger members to go them and to help them out. 
Translate here:   
Let’s give a good example here: 
Translate here:  

we have a church member whose children are out of order.  
Translate here:  

We could talk about that person whose children are out of order, 
Translate here:  

But instead of ridiculing them and making remarks about them, 
Translate here:  

we could identify with them and say, 
Translate here:  

“Look, there but for the grace of God, I’d have the same problem also.”
Translate here:  

Maybe we could talk to them, 

Translate here:  

And share some of the things the Lord showed us along the way in raising our children. 
Translate here:  

Maybe we could help them out of this great difficulty. 
Translate here:  

That is the way of Christ, 
Translate here:  

that we not sow discord among the brothers, 
Translate here:  

that we not bring division through criticism and gossip, 
Translate here:  

but that we help one another. 

Translate here:  

We build one another up. 
Translate here:  

We share our knowledge of Christ and the lessons that God has taught us, 
Translate here:  

That enabled us to have a little bit of success along the way. 
Translate here:  

Alleluia. 
Translate here:  

The Bible says God hates those that sow discord. 
Translate here:  

Jesus says blessed are the peacemakers for they shall see God. 

Translate here:  

I pray that you have been inspired to be a peacemaker today. 

Translate here:
