We will see that clearly in a few minutes.

In our study of Proverbs, as we have mentioned, 

Translate here:     

two times, the writer of Proverbs devotes a whole chapter to the subject. 

Translate here:     

We saw that in chapter 5. 

Translate here:     

Now we are going to see that again in Chapter 7. 

Translate here:     

It is appropriate that I read the entire chapter to you. 

Translate here:     

Listen to Proverbs chapter 7. 

Translate here:     

“My son, keep my words and lay up my commandments with you.  

Translate here:     

The law is the apple of your eye. 

Translate here:     

Bind them upon your fingers. 

Translate here:     

Write them upon the tablet of your heart. 

Translate here:     

Say unto Wisdom, you are my sister, 

Translate here:     

and call Understanding, your kinswoman.” 

Translate here:     

Remember we read in Proverbs Chapter 1 about getting wisdom and getting understanding. 

Translate here:     

Well, why? 

Translate here:     

Verse 5 of Chapter says, 

Translate here:     

“That they may keep you from the strange woman, 

Translate here:     

from the foreigner that flatters you with her words.” 

Translate here:     

Now the writer is going to tell a little story. 

Translate here:     

This is quite a story.  He says, 

Translate here:     

“From the window of my house, I looked out through the lattice, 

Translate here:     

and I saw among the simple ones.” 

Translate here:     

The simple ones are the unwise ones.  

Translate here:  

“I discerned among the youths,

Translate here:     

 a young man void of understanding passing near the street of her corner. 

Translate here:     

He went the way to her house in the twilight, 

Translate here:     

in the evening of the day, in the middle of the dark night. 

Translate here:     

And behold, here met him a woman with the attire of a harlot, 

Translate here:     

and a wily of heart.” 

Translate here:     

The way a woman dresses certainly sets the stage for whether or not she is available. 

Translate here:     

If she is advertising, 

Translate here:     

the chances are she is for sale. 

Translate here:     

The Bible’s admonition to dress modestly is a wise thing. 

Translate here:     

Do we have people in our churches today that are dressing in a way that advertises their availability? 

Translate here:     

I know we have simple young men that just don’t think that this is a problem. 

Translate here:     

But the writer says here, 

Translate here:     

“he met a woman with the attire of a harlot, and a wily heart. 

Translate here:     

She is clamorous and willful.” 

Translate here:     

In other words, she wants her own way. 

Translate here:     

It is written, “Her feet abide not in her house. 

Translate here:     

Now she is in the streets in a broad place lying in wait at every corner. 

Translate here:     

So she caught him (caught the simple one) and she kissed him. 

Translate here:     

With an impudent face she said unto him. 

Translate here:     

‘Sacrifices of peace offerings are with me. 

Translate here:     

This day I have paid my vows.’” 

Translate here:     

Now isn’t it interesting? 

Translate here:     

She is saying I have been to church. 

Translate here:     

I have taken care of my tithe and my offerings. 

Translate here:     

I am okay and this is not going to be a problem. 

Translate here:     

Then she continues on and says, 

Translate here:     

“Therefore I came to meet you and to diligently seek your face, 

Translate here:     

and I have found you. 

Translate here:     

I have spread my couch with carpets of tapestry, 

Translate here:     

with stripped clothes of the yarn from Egypt. 

Translate here:     

I have perfumed my bed with myrrh, aloes, and cinnamon. 

Translate here:     

Come! Let us take our fill of love until the morning. 

Translate here:     

Let us solace ourselves with love.” 

Translate here:     

This woman blatantly advertises herself 

Translate here:     

and makes it plain what she wants to do. 

Translate here:     

Then she betrays her sin by saying, 

Translate here:     

“For the man is not at home. 

Translate here:     

He has gone on a long journey.” 

Translate here:     

She is now referring to her husband. 

Translate here:     

“He has taken a bag full of money with him. 

Translate here:     

He will come home at the full moon.” 

Translate here:     

She has planned this thing in advance. 

Translate here:     

She knows that the husband is away on a trip. 

Translate here:     

She is speaking to this simple young boy, 

Translate here:     

“and with her much fair speech, she caused him to yield 

Translate here:     

and with the flattering of her lips, she forced him along. 

Translate here:     

The Bible says, “He goes after her straightway as an ox goes to the slaughter, 

Translate here:     

as into fetters for the correction of a fool.” 

Translate here:     

Fetters are chains. 

Translate here:     

He is chained to sin. 

Translate here:     

He is being enslaved to sin. 

Translate here:     

He is trapped.  

Translate here:     

 I’m reading again…

Translate here:     

“Until an arrow strikes through his liver, 

Translate here:     

as a bird hastens to the snare and knows not that it is for his life.” 

Translate here:     

This simple man, this young fool does not realize the difficulty, 

Translate here:     

Nor the danger, he is inviting into his life by going along with this woman. 

Translate here:     

This isn’t just Old Testament. 

Translate here:     

This is true today also. 

Translate here:     

We have been duped. 

Translate here:     

We have been lied to by the television shows, 

Translate here:     

making us think that it is okay to get involved with sexual infidelity. 

Translate here:     

But the writer of Proverbs goes on and says, 

Translate here:     

“Therefore my sons, listen to me and attend to the words of my mouth. 

Translate here:     

Let not you heart decline to her ways.” 

Translate here:     

In other words, don’t go her way. 

Translate here:     

“Do not stray onto her paths, for she has cast down many wounded. 

Translate here:     

Yes, all her slain (men) are a mighty host. 

Translate here:     

Her house is the way to Sheol (the grave) leading down to the chambers of death.” 

Translate here:     

Well, in our promiscuous society, 

Translate here:     

we see everybody apparently getting away with it on TV. 

Translate here:     

We lie to ourselves saying, 

Translate here:     

“I can get away without getting caught too.” 

Translate here:     

Yes, you can get away with it for a season, for a period of time. 

Translate here:     

Oh, but the folly of it!  

Translate here:     

The pain that is associated with divorce that comes later! 

Translate here:     

The financial losses! 

Translate here:     

The pain of supporting 2 families instead of one!

Translate here:     

And neither family likes each other.

Translate here:     

The children rebelled because they feel deserted. 

Translate here:     

Oh, the anger that comes forth between the child and the father or the mother 

Translate here:     

because of the infidelity and the fornication. 

Translate here:     

Then all that anger, pain and financial loss…

Translate here:     

It multiplies itself into sickness and more infidelity. 

Translate here:     

You can’t keep a job, or be faithful to a wife. 

Translate here:     

You don’t have any money and your self-respect is gone. 

Translate here:     

Now you are feeling the consequences of your sin. 

Translate here:     

As if that were not enough, 

Translate here:     

wasting diseases such as AIDS come upon you because of that sin! 

Translate here:     

Don’t go that way! Don’t go near that way! 

Translate here:     

Is it not enough that it pains God so much 

Translate here:     

that He would stone those who fornicate and commit adultery? 

Translate here:     

Look at the consequences in your life. 

Translate here:     

It is so incredibly dangerous. 

Translate here:     

The Lord Jesus raises the standard. 

Translate here:     

He says there is even a higher standard in the New Testament than in the Old Testament. 

Translate here:     

Listens to what it says in Matthew chapter 5. 

Translate here:     

“You have heard that it was said 

Translate here:     

You shall not commit adultery.” 

Translate here:     

Here Jesus is letting us know what the Old Testament has to say about adultery. 

Translate here:     

“But I say unto you, that everyone who looks on a woman, 

Translate here:     

to lust after her, has committed adultery with her already in his heart.” 

Translate here:     

Jesus is raising the standard of righteousness here. 

Translate here:     

He is saying it is not enough, not to get in bed with her. 

Translate here:     

When anyone lusts after her with his eyes, 

Translate here:     

or sits in a church service looking at that woman who is advertising herself, 

Translate here:     

it is the same as committing adultery. 

Translate here:     

Jesus is saying if it is in your eye, or in your heart, then you have sinned.  

Translate here:     

He goes on to say, 

Translate here:     

“If your right eye causes you to stumble, pluck it out, cast it from you, 

Translate here:     

for if is profitable for you that one of your members should perish 

Translate here:     

and not your whole body be cast into hell. 

Translate here:     

And if your right hand causes you to stumble, cut it off or cast it from you, 

Translate here:     

for it is profitable for you that one of your members should perish 

Translate here:     

and not your whole body should go to hell.” 

Translate here:     

Evidently the Lord Jesus still associates hell with adultery. 

Translate here:     

It is not just an Old Testament sin. 

Translate here:     

It is a New Testament sin. 

Translate here:     

The Lord is trying to protect us at the first beginning. 

Translate here:     

He does not want to wait until we get involved with the situation, 

Translate here:     

Or until our hands get involved with that other person. 

Translate here:     

He says at the point when your eye is involved, that is when the sin occurs, 

Translate here:     

and that is where you have to deal with it. 

Translate here:     

Ultimately though, it is an issue of the heart. 

Translate here:     

We see in Matthew chapter 15, where it says, 

Translate here:     

“Out of the heart comes evil thoughts, murder, adultery, 

Translate here:     

sexual immorality, theft, false testimony, and slander. 

Translate here:     

These are what makes a man unclean.” 

Translate here:     

It is our heart that needs to be fixed. 

Translate here:     

David said, “Create in me a clean heart, Oh Lord, 

Translate here:     

and renew in me a right spirit.” 

Translate here:     

That is what he cried out after it was discovered that he had committed adultery. 

Translate here:     

He knew that his heart needed to be fixed. 

Translate here:     

Later he was able to say, 

Translate here:     

“My heart is fixed. I will sing to Thee and give Thee praise.” 

Translate here:     

The promise of the scripture,..

Translate here:     

the promise that Jesus gives us, is that He can fix our hearts. 

Translate here:     

That is what being born again is all about. 

Translate here:     

…Having our heart repaired, having that heart of stone removed 

Translate here:     

and having it replaced with a heart of flesh. 

Translate here:     

 We need to be forgiven, to be cleansed, to be healed, 

Translate here:     

To be repaired, and to be fixed. 

Translate here:     

You see, this pathway to adultery is like a vacuum cleaner. 

Translate here:     

Once we get in its path, it continually sucks at us, 

Translate here:     

It pulls us, and draws us. 

Translate here:     

Fortunately righteousness has its own drawing. 

Translate here:     

When we turn from our sin, when we forsake our evil ways, 

Translate here:     

God begins to draw us to righteousness. 

Translate here:     

And the fruit of righteousness tastes far better than the fruit of sin. 

Translate here:     

It is a wonderful thing to be free from sin, 

Translate here:     

to be clean within and to have Jesus as our Savior. 

Translate here:     

It is a wonderful thing, and it is available to us. 

Translate here:     

Remember yesterday we read about the woman who was caught in adultery. 

Translate here:     

In the Old Testament it was clear that a person caught in adultery was to be stoned. 

Translate here:     

In Deuteronomy it says, 

Translate here:     

“If a man or a woman living among you in one of the towns is found doing evil 

Translate here:     

in violation of the covenant, contrary to my commands, 

Translate here:     

take them out and stone them to death.” 

Translate here:     

Death is the penalty for sin. 

Translate here:     

Death is still the penalty for sin today. 

Translate here:     

But there is forgiveness for sin in Christ. 

Translate here:     

Jesus said to the woman, “Where is your accuser?” 

Translate here:     

They all had left because he had made it clear to them 

Translate here:     

that anyone who is without sin should throw the first stone.

Translate here:     

After they left, he said to her go and sin no more. 

Translate here:     

That is our hope for us today, 

Translate here:     

that we would go and sin no more, that we will be free. 

Translate here:     

I pray that you will be free. 

Translate here:
