She has sent out her maids 

Translate here:  

and she calls from the highest point in the city. 

Translate here:  

Let all who are simple come in here. 

Translate here:  

She says to those who lack judgment: 

Translate here:  

come, eat my food and drink my wine I have mixed. 

Translate here:  

Leave your simple ways and you will live. 

Translate here:  

Walk the way of understanding.” 

Translate here:  

If we read this all by itself, 

Translate here:  

we don’t understand it in the context of the rest of the scriptures. 

Translate here:  

We might have serious questions as to what it is actually talking about. 

Translate here:  

and she has hewn it out of 7 pillars. 

Translate here:  

Then it talks about a meal and inviting people to it. 

Translate here:  

Later the chapter gives us some very practical instruction about mockers 

Translate here:  

and tells us how to deal with mockers. 

Translate here:  

Again toward the end of the chapter it will talk about the immoral woman. 

Translate here:  

We will cover those subjects in the very near future. 

Translate here:  

But right now I want to look at 4 pictures: 

Translate here:  

the house, the banquet, the meat and the invitation.

Translate here:  

At the beginning this study we said that the book of Proverbs points us to the gospels. 

Translate here:  

The writer of Proverbs 100’s of years in advance saw the future by the spirit  

Translate here:  

that Jesus would come and reveal God’s word more completely 

Translate here:  

when He walked on the face of the earth. 

Translate here:  

We are going to see this more clearly this morning in Proverbs chapter 9. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom has built her house. 

Translate here:  

Jesus tells us that in my Father’s house there are many mansions. 

Translate here:  

If it were not so I would have told you. 

Translate here:  

I go to prepare a place for you. 

Translate here:  

This house that wisdom built can be identified with the many mansions, 

Translate here:  

those that Jesus talked to us about in John chapter 14. 

Translate here:  

He said “I go to prepare a place for you.” 

Translate here:  

Wisdom has built a house. 

Translate here:  

This house is for us. 

Translate here:  

It is for you and me. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom has built a house and something is going to happen in that house. 

Translate here:  

She has prepared her meat and she has mixed her wine. 

Translate here:  

There is going to be a meal. 

Translate here:  

In a moment we will read out of Revelation about the marriage supper of the Lamb. 

Translate here:  

I believe this is exactly what is being talked about here in the book of Proverbs, 

Translate here:  

the marriage supper of the Lamb.  

Translate here:  

It says, Wisdom has sent out her maids 

Translate here:  

and she calls from the highest point of the city. 

Translate here:  

Let all who are simple come in here. 

Translate here:  

There is a calling forth. 

Translate here:  

There is an invitation that is sent out. 

Translate here:  

It reminds me of Isaiah chapter 40 where the instruction is given 

Translate here:  

“Shout to Zion from the mountain-tops. 

Translate here:  

Shout louder to Jerusalem. 

Translate here:  

Do not be afraid. 

Translate here:  

Tell the towns of Judea that your God is coming. 

Translate here:  

Yes, the sovereign Lord is coming in all His glorious power. 

Translate here:  

He will rule with awesome strength. 

Translate here:  

See, he brings his reward with him as he comes. 

Translate here:  

He will feed his flock like a shepherd. 

Translate here:  

He will carry the lambs in his arms, 

Translate here:  

holding them close to his heart. 

Translate here:  

He will gently lead the mother sheep with her young.” 

Translate here:  

The announcement of the coming of the Lord! Alleluia. 

Translate here:  

“Shout, oh daughter of Zion. 

Translate here:  

Tell them that he is coming and preparing a place. 

Translate here:  

He is a shepherd who is going to feed his people. 

Translate here:  

Praise the Lord. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom has sent out her maids. 

Translate here:  

She calls from the highest point of the city. 

Translate here:  

She says look you simpletons, come in here. 

Translate here:  

That is what we have been saying on A Proverb a Day for some time now. 

Translate here:  

We have been announcing that wisdom is out there, 

Translate here:  

unending riches, treasures, knowledge of God, wisdom of God. 

Translate here:  

It is all out there. 

Translate here:  

Come, feast and partake of this whole thing. 

Translate here:  

Well, wisdom has sent out her maids. 

Translate here:  

Why did she do it? 

Translate here:  

A meal. 

Translate here:  

Come, eat my food and drink the wine that I have mixed. 

Translate here:  

Leave your simple ways and you will live. 

Translate here:  

Walk in the ways of understanding. 

Translate here:  

This is a fore-taste of the marriage supper of the Lamb. 

Translate here:  

Listen to this scripture out of Revelations chapter 19 verse 6. 

Translate here:  

It says, “Then I heard again what sounded like the shout of a huge crowd, 

Translate here:  

the roar of a mighty ocean waves or the crash of loud thunder. 

Translate here:  

“Alleluia, for the Lord our God the Almighty reigns. 

Translate here:  

Let us be glad and rejoice and honor him, 

Translate here:  

for the time has come for the wedding feast of the Lamb, 

Translate here:  

and his bride has prepared herself. 

Translate here:  

She is permitted to wear the finest linen. 

Translate here:  

Fine linen represents good deeds done by the people of God. 

Translate here:  

And the angel said, “Write this, 

Translate here:  

Blessed are those who are invited to the wedding feast of the Lamb” 

Translate here:  

and he added, these are true words that come from God.”  Praise the Lord. 

Translate here:  

So we see in Revelation that there is a wedding feast that we are invited to. 

Translate here:  

This will take place in our Father’s house. 

Translate here:  

We can shout the good news about the coming of Jesus, 

Translate here:  

because he is like a shepherd who will carry us in his arms. 

Translate here:  

With all this good news we’d be surprised that some people would reject the invitation. 

Translate here:  

Some people would turn down the offer. 

Translate here:  

You know, you may turn down the offer today. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom is standing on the hilltop crying out to you and saying, be wise. 

Translate here:  

Eat of the meat that I have prepared for you. 

Translate here:  

You could choose to follow your own wisdom and to go your own way. 

Translate here:  

How sad that would be!

Translate here:  

Let’s tie this into the teaching of the Lord Jesus Christ. 

Translate here:  

Come with me to Matthew chapter 22 verse 1. 

Translate here:  

It says, “Jesus spoke to them again in parables. 

Translate here:  

The kingdom of heaven is like a king 

Translate here:  

who prepared a wedding banquet for his son. 

Translate here:  

He sent his servants to those who had been invited to the banquet 

Translate here:  

to tell them to come, but they refused to come.” 

Translate here:  

Here is the issue: there is a banquet. 

Translate here:  

There is a house or a mansion.  

Translate here:  

There is a Savior. 

Translate here:  

There is a Shepherd who wants to feed his flock and care for them. 

Translate here:  

In verse 4 Jesus continues saying, “He sent some more servants, 

Translate here:  

and he said tell those who have been invited that I have prepared my dinner. 

Translate here:  

My oxen and fatted cattle have been butchered and everything is ready. 

Translate here:  

Come to the wedding banquet. 

Translate here:  

The Lord has gone to great expense 

Translate here:  

and every detail of it is in order and ready. 

Translate here:  

He has killed the oxen and the fatted cattle. 

Translate here:  

He wants to feed us richly and abundantly, 

Translate here:  

and yet there are those who won’t come. 

Translate here:  

He sent more servants. 

Translate here:  

This is the second time he sent people out, 

Translate here:  

but it says, they paid no attention, 

Translate here:  

and they went off, one to his field and another to his business. 

Translate here:  

The rest seized his servants and mistreated them and killed them. 

Translate here:  

The king was enraged! 

Translate here:  

He sent his army and he destroyed those murders 

Translate here:  

and he burned their city. 

Translate here:  

This is hard for us to comprehend. 

Translate here:  

This is very difficult. Why would they do that?

Translate here:  

This is Jesus talking about the kingdom of God. 

Translate here:  

He is saying I have a tremendous meal.  

Translate here:  

You are invited.  I want to serve you this meal. 

Translate here:  

He sent out people to tell those who are invited to come, and they didn’t come. 

Translate here:  

Perhaps it was lack of faith on their part. 

Translate here:  

They said they had more important things to do. 

Translate here:  

One went to his field and another one to his business, 

Translate here:  

but the Lord didn’t give up. 

Translate here:  

Next he said to his servants, the wedding banquet is ready, 

Translate here:  

but those I invited do not deserve to come. 

Translate here:  

Go to the street corners and invite to the banquet anyone that you find. 

Translate here:  

So the servants went into the streets 

Translate here:  

and gathered all the people that they could find, both good and bad, 

Translate here:  

and the wedding hall was filled with guests. 

Translate here:  

Praise the Lord! 

Translate here:  

That sounds like good news to me, 

Translate here:  

that God so desires to fill the banqueting table 

Translate here:  

that he is willing to go out into the highways and the byways. 

Translate here:  

It says he invited anybody…anybody: 

Translate here:  

the maimed, the lame, the poor, 

Translate here:  

the people who have not been given any respect in their lives, 

Translate here:  

the people who have suffered.  

Translate here:  

Invite them all. 

Translate here:  

“Compel them to come in.” 

Translate here:  

It says in the King James Version of the Bible, 

Translate here:  

“Jesus the good Shepherd desires to feed them” 

Translate here:  

We have here a picture of two groups of people: 

Translate here:  

those who have been invited and refused 

Translate here:  

and those who didn’t even know they were going to get a chance. 

Translate here:  

They got a chance anyhow! 

Translate here:  

That’s me. 

Translate here:  

I don’t know about you, but I didn’t even know I was going to have a chance, 

Translate here:  

and he came and he brought me to his banqueting table. 

Translate here:  

His banner over me is love. 

Translate here:  

I am eating from the table of Wisdom. 

Translate here:  

Wisdom has prepared her banqueting table, 

Translate here:  

and we are eating from that banqueting table here 

Translate here:  

As study the book of Proverbs on A Proverb A Day. 

Translate here:  

This parable Jesus spoke, takes an interesting twist. 

Translate here:  

In verse 11, it says “But when the king came in to see the guests, 

Translate here:  

he noticed a man who was not wearing wedding clothes. 

Translate here:  

Friend, he asked, how did you get in here without wedding clothes? 

Translate here:  

The man was speechless. 

Translate here:  

Then the king told the attendants, tie him hand and foot 

Translate here:  

and throw him outside into the darkness 

Translate here:  

where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth, 

Translate here:  

for many are invited, but few are chosen.” 

Translate here:  

Well, this is strange! 

Translate here:  

At first it seemed like he was being very gracious and kind 

Translate here:  

He invited the lame, the halt, the maimed and the ones out in the street. 

Translate here:  

Then when he brought them in, 

Translate here:  

he finds a man who doesn’t have his wedding clothes on, 

Translate here:  

and he has him bound up hand and foot 

Translate here:  

and thrown outside into the darkness, 

Translate here:  

which speaks of everlasting punishment, 

Translate here:  

which speaks of hell-fire and damnation. 

Translate here:  

Here is a case where it helps to understand something about the wedding feast.

Translate here:  

In the story of Samson and Delilah it tells about their marriage. 

Translate here:  

At one point Samson went out and he provided wedding clothes for all of the guest. 

Translate here:  

Apparently this was a tradition or custom back at that time. 

Translate here:  

The person holding the feast not only provided the food, 

Translate here:  

but actually gave them something to wear. 

Translate here:  

What we see in the parable is a man who came 

Translate here:  

but didn’t wear what he was supposed to. 

Translate here:  

He didn’t put on what had been provided 

Translate here:  

or he didn’t take advantage of what was given him. 

Translate here:  

In other words, he didn’t wear the wisdom that was offered to him. 

Translate here:  

I pray that this not be our lot today, 

Translate here:  

but that we will take advantage of that which is given us.  

Translate here:  

The feast is ours. 

Translate here:  

This clothing is ours. 

Translate here:  

Therefore, put on righteousness today and walk in the spirit. 

Translate here:   
This is Brother Stephen Keel and this is A Proverb A Day.
