We are not going to finish talking about it today. 

Translate here:   

It is a central issue. 

Translate here:   

It is at the heart of God. 

Translate here:   

God is concerned about what we say. 

Translate here:   

I particularly like this verse in chapter 10 verse 19. 

Translate here:   

It is so practical, just so practical. 

Translate here:   

Listen to what the Lord says. 

Translate here:   

He says, “Don’t talk too much, for it fosters sin. 

Translate here:   

Be sensible and turn off the flow (of words).” 

Translate here:   

Well I may have to leave some blank spaces in this message today.  

Translate here:   

It says don’t talk too much, for it fosters sin. 

Translate here:   

Be sensible and turn off the flow. 

Translate here:   

There are times when our tongue races out ahead of our heart and mind. 

Translate here:   

It seems like the first thing that comes to the mind, goes forth through the mouth, 

Translate here:   

and often it fosters sin. 

Translate here:   

We say things we regret. 

Translate here:   

We say things we wish we could take back. 

Translate here:   

The scriptures, in Proverbs, talk about speaking slowly 

Translate here:   

and being slow to speak. 

Translate here:   

There is another Proverb that says that even a fool is considered to be wise 

Translate here:   

when he keeps his mouth shut. 

Translate here:   

Even a fool is considered to be wise when he keeps his mouth shut. 

Translate here:   

Don’t talk too much. It fosters sin. 

Translate here:   

In the New Testament, it talks about the unbridled tongue. 

Translate here:   

An unbridled tongue is one that isn’t under the control or Lordship of Jesus Christ. 

Translate here:   

The Apostle James talks about the tongue being the most wicked part of the body. 

Translate here:   

Jesus says with the tongue you can kill and you can give life. 

Translate here:   

The tongue certainly needs to be brought under control, 

Translate here:   

so it is not inappropriate that we look at all of these scriptures in Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

Let’s read in Proverbs 10 verse 21. 

Translate here:   

I will repeat, “Don’t talk too much. It fosters sin. 

Translate here:   

Be sensible and turn off the flow.”  

Translate here:   

Then in verse 20 it says, 

Translate here:   

“The words of the Godly are like sterling silver. 

Translate here:   

The heart of a fool is worthless.” 

Translate here:   

In our last Proverb A Day session, we referred to the Proverb that says, 

Translate here:   

“A word fitly spoken is like apples of gold in pictures of silver.” 

Translate here:   

The words of the Godly are like sterling silver. 

Translate here:   

This is a challenge. 

Translate here:   

What are your words like? 

Translate here:   

When you speak, do you speak with the heart of the righteous 

Translate here:   

whose mouth is a well spring of life? 

Translate here:   

Do the words that come out of you edify and encourage 

Translate here:   

and instruct and direct people into paths of righteousness. 

Translate here:   

Verse 21 says, that the Godly give good advice. 

Translate here:   

“The Godly give good advice, 

Translate here:   

but fools are destroyed by their lack of common sense.” 

Translate here:   

That is so obvious. 

Translate here:   

There is no doctrinal disagreement here. 

Translate here:   

There is no way any one can argue with the wisdom of these Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

The Godly give good advice. 

Translate here:   

The words of the Godly are like sterling silver. 

Translate here:   

He says don’t talk too much. It fosters sin. 

Translate here:   

Be sensible and turn off the flow. 

Translate here:   

Remember, even a fool is considered to be wise 

Translate here:   

when he doesn’t speak too much, when he holds his tongue. 

Translate here:   
Be quick to listen and slow to speak. 

Translate here:   

We are going to make a connection between the book of Proverbs and the gospels, Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. 

Translate here:   

Let’s go to Matthew. 

Translate here:   

We have looked at another place in Matthew 

Translate here:   

where Jesus has made the connection between the mouth and the heart. 

Translate here:   

Here is a lengthy passage of scripture that expresses exactly the same thing. 

Translate here:   

In order to get our mouth fixed, we need to get our heart fixed. 

Translate here:   

David said my heart is fixed. 

Translate here:   

I will sing to You and give You praise. 

Translate here:   

When David got his heart fixed, his lips were filled with praise. 

Translate here:   

His heart was repaired. 

Translate here:   

It was recreated. 

Translate here:   

He spoke of receiving a new “fixed” or repaired heart. 

Translate here:   

What we need is a new heart. 

Translate here:   

Listen as I read the first 20 verses in Matthew. 

Translate here:   

“Some Pharisees and religious teachers arrived in Jerusalem to interview Jesus. 

Translate here:   

Why do your disciples disobey our age-old traditions they demanded? 

Translate here:   

They ignore our tradition of ceremonial hand washing before they eat.”

Translate here:   

Please be listening in this next passage 

Translate here:   

and why we speak the way we do. 

Translate here:   

This is a conversation about religious practice. 

Translate here:   

The scribes and the Pharisees are asking 

Translate here:   

why the disciples don’t wash their hands before they eat. 

Translate here:   

They were asking about a ceremonial hand washing.

Translate here:   

Jesus is going to tell them why they do not perform this ceremony. 

Translate here:   

He is going to make it clear to them by talking about their traditions. 

Translate here:   

Jesus replied, “And why do you by your traditions, 

Translate here:   

violate the direct commandments of God? 

Translate here:   

For instance God says to honor your father and mother, 

Translate here:   

and anyone who speaks evil of father and mother must be put to death, 

Translate here:   

but you say you don’t need to honor your parents by caring for their needs 

Translate here:   

if you give the money to God instead. 

Translate here:   

And so by your own tradition, 

Translate here:   

you nullify the direct commandment of God. 

Translate here:   

You hypocrites,…” 

Translate here:   

Jesus is about to confront the issue of their lips. 

Translate here:   

“these people, in their desire to be religious, 

Translate here:   

wanted to make a show in their giving to the church. 

Translate here:   

They were willing to give money 

Translate here:   

That they should have given to their aged parents. 

Translate here:   

Their parents were sick, old and infirmed. 

Translate here:   

But, rather than honoring their mother and father, 

Translate here:   

they were taking their money and giving it to the church. 

Translate here:   

They were doing this so that they could be seen as “good” people. 

Translate here:   

Their giving was designed to give them a good reputation in the church. 

Translate here:   

Jesus said they had contradicted the commandments of God, 

Translate here:   

by creating a tradition that says it is better to give to the church 

Translate here:   

than to give to their aged parents. 

Translate here:   

Then he called them hypocrites. 

Translate here:   

He said, “You hypocrites, Isaiah was prophesying about you 

Translate here:   

when he said, this people honor me with their lips but their hearts are far away. 

Translate here:   

Their worship is a farce, 

Translate here:   

for they replace God’s commands with their own manmade teachings.” 

Translate here:   

There it is. The connection between the lips and the heart! 

Translate here:   

These people honor me with their lips, but their hearts are far away.

Their worship is a farce, 

Translate here:   

for they replace God’s commands with their own man-made teachings. 

Translate here:   

In this case he is referring to how they give to the church, 

Translate here:   

instead of supporting their parents. 

Translate here:   

But this description of hypocrisy could cover a wide variety of made-made traditions. 

Translate here:   

We may demand that things happen in church the way they have always happened. 

Translate here:   

We may do this even though there is no biblical commandment for what you like. 

Translate here:   

If there is no biblical instruction about what you want to have done, 

Translate here:   

you are in danger of being like these people Isaiah talked about. 

Translate here:   

These are a people who honor God with their lips, but whose heart is far away. 

Translate here:   

Now Jesus is going to get to the center of this issue. 

Translate here:   

Jesus said, “Listen to what I say and try to under stand. 

Translate here:  

“You are not defiled by what you eat.  

Translate here:   

You are defiled by what you say and do.”   

Translate here:   

The Lord is talking about being unclean.  

Translate here:   

Proverbs says, “Don’t talk too much for it fosters sin.”  

Translate here:   

The Lord relates it to iniquity and uncleanness.  

Translate here:   

He says, “What comes out of your lips and what you do make you unclean. 

Translate here:   

Then his disciples came to him and said 

Translate here:   

“Do you realize that you offended the Pharisees, by what you just said? 

Translate here:   

Jesus replied, every plant not planted by my heavenly Father will be rooted up, 

Translate here:   

so ignore them.  

Translate here:   

They are blind guides, leading the blind 

Translate here:   

and if one person guides another, they will both fall into a ditch. 

Translate here:   

Then they asked Jesus, 

Translate here:   

Explain what you meant when you said that people are not defiled by what they eat.  

Translate here:   

Don’t you understand, Jesus asked them?  

Translate here:   

Anything you eat passes through the stomach and goes out of the body.” 

Translate here:   

Many people are concerned about what they eat.  

Translate here:   

I have heard it said that we are what we eat. 

Translate here:   

That is a popular teaching among the New Age people, 

Translate here:   

among the people of Eastern Religions.  

Translate here:   

That is why they say if you eat meat, that was killed violently, 

Translate here:   

that you become a violent person.  

Translate here:   

They say meat eaters are violent people.  

Translate here:   

But Jesus says, “It is not what you eat that defiles you.”  

Translate here:   

This is very clear.  Anything you eat passes through the stomach.

Translate here:   

Then it leaves the body. 

Translate here:   

He is contradicting that teaching. 

Translate here:   

“But evil words come from an evil heart and defile the person who says them.” 

Translate here:   

Now here is the connection between the heart and the lips.  

Translate here:   

“For from the heart come evil thoughts: 
Translate here:   

These are what defile you.  

Translate here:   

Eating with unwashed hands could never defile you.”  

Translate here:   

Jesus is saying, “If your hands are dirty, it doesn’t matter.  

Translate here:   

What you eat doesn’t matter, 

Translate here:   

because what you eat goes into the stomach and passes out in the draft.” 

Translate here:   

But what is in your heart; what is in your heart?  

Translate here:   

That is what matters.  

Translate here:   

You need to have your heart repaired.  

Translate here:   

You need to have your heart fixed.  

Translate here:   

Don’t talk too much; it fosters sin. 

Translate here:   

Be sensible and turn off the flow.  

Translate here:   

You cannot turn off the flow of foolish talking, 

Translate here:   

unless your heart is fixed, 

Translate here:   

unless your heart is repaired.  

Translate here:   

The words of the Godly are like sterling silver, 

Translate here:   

because they come from a pure heart.  

Translate here:   

We will talk again in the future about getting your heart fixed.  

Translate here:   

In the meantime, watch what you say and have a great day.
