Look at 11:2 of Proverbs.

“When prides comes, then comes shame, 

Translate here:   

but with the lowly is wisdom.”  

Translate here:   

The Living Testament says, 

Translate here:   

“Pride leads to disgrace, but with humility comes wisdom.”  

Translate here:   

In our study of the book of Proverbs, 

Translate here:   

we have seen this said over and over again. 

Translate here:   

It says,  “Get wisdom.  Learn to be wise.”  

Translate here:   

Here is a clue as to how we get wisdom.  

Translate here:   

It says with humility comes wisdom. 

Translate here:   

With the lowly is wisdom.  

Translate here:   

Wisdom comes to the lowly.  

Translate here:   

Wisdom comes to those who have humbled themselves.  

Translate here:   

Pride is the result of those who lift themselves up and said, 

Translate here:   

“I am somebody.  

Translate here:   

I am better than everybody.  I am great!”  

Translate here:   

Look at Mark 7 verses 14 through 23.  

Translate here:   

“Jesus called to the crowd, come and hear. 

Translate here:   

Everyone listen and try to understand.  

Translate here:   

You are not defiled by what you eat.  

Translate here:   

You are defiled by what you say and do.  

Translate here:   

Then Jesus went into the house to get away from the crowd 

Translate here:   

… his disciples asked him, what did he mean by that statement he had made. 

Translate here:   

He said, “Don’t you understand either?  

Translate here:   

Can’t you see that what you eat won’t defile you?  

Translate here:   

Food doesn’t come in contact with your heart.  

Translate here:   

It only passes through the stomach, and then comes out again.  

Translate here:   

By saying this he was showing that every kind of food is acceptable.  

Translate here:   

And then he added, it is the thought life that defiles you, 

Translate here:   

for from within a person’s heart comes evil thoughts: 

Translate here:   

sexual immorality, theft, murder, adultery, 

Translate here:   

greed, wickedness, deceit, eagerness for lustful pleasure, 

Translate here:   

envy, slander, pride and foolishness.  

Translate here:   

All of these vile things come from within.  

Translate here:   

They are what defile you and make you unacceptable to God.” 

Translate here:   

Proverbs 11:2 says, 

Translate here:   

“When pride comes, then comes shame.”  

Translate here:   

Pride leads to disgrace, but where does pride come from?  

Translate here:   

It comes from the heart.  

Translate here:   

The mouth speaks that which the heart is full of.  

Translate here:   

We need to have our heart fixed.  

Translate here:   

How will we know when our heart is fixed?  

Translate here:   

We can listen to our mouth.  

Translate here:   

We can look at our lives.  

Translate here:   

When our lives get cleansed of all of these things: 

Translate here:   

adultery, greed, wickedness, 

Translate here:   

deceit, and eagerness for lustful pleasure.  

Translate here:   

Pride!  When pride goes, then we have evidence that our heart has been truly fixed.

Translate here:   
I don’t want to look at pride so much this morning, 

Translate here:   

but rather look more at humility. 

Translate here:   

“With the lowly is wisdom.”  

Translate here:   

“With humility comes wisdom.”  

Translate here:   

Do we have a role model?  

Translate here:   

Do we have anybody to look to 

Translate here:   

in order to find out what it is like to be low and to be humble?  

Translate here:   

Jesus said in Matthew, “Take my yoke upon you and learn of me, 

Translate here:   

for I am meek and lowly in heart, and 

Translate here:   

you shall find rest unto your souls.”  

Translate here:   

Here he is, the Kings of kings and the Lord of Lords, 

Translate here:   

the Man who spoke a word and the universe came into existence.  

Translate here:   

Then he said I want you to know something about my character. 

Translate here:   

I am going to tell you what I am like.  

Translate here:   

He said I am meek and lowly in heart.  

Translate here:   

Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me, 

Translate here:   

for I am meek and lowly in heart. 

Translate here:   

He demonstrated this when he rode into Israel in his triumphal march.  

Translate here:   

He was the Lord of Hosts.  

Translate here:   

He was the King of all of the armies of heaven. 

Translate here:   

He said my ways are not your ways. 

Translate here:   

He demonstrated it when he went into Jerusalem.  

Translate here:   

Instead of riding with regiments of soldiers behind him in chariots of gold, 

Translate here:   

…the prophet Isaiah said, 

Translate here:   

“Tell the people your king is coming to you.  

Translate here:   

He is humble riding on a donkey, even on a donkey’s colt.” 

Translate here:   

We have an example of humility in Jesus. 

Translate here:   

In the book of Proverbs, we read today that with humility comes wisdom.  

Translate here:   

How can we get this humility?  

Translate here:   

When do we not have it, and how can we get it?  

Translate here:   

Matthew 18:1 through 5 says, 

Translate here:   

“About that time the disciples came to Jesus and asked, 

Translate here:   

which of us is greatest in the kingdom of heaven.”  

Translate here:   

The sounded like a good thing, to want to be great. 

Translate here:   

Jesus called a small child over to him and put the child among them.  

Translate here:   

Then he said, I assure you, unless you turn from your sins and become as little children, 

Translate here:   

you will never get into the kingdom of heaven.  

Translate here:   

Therefore anyone who becomes as humble as this little child, 

Translate here:   

he is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven, 

Translate here:   

and anyone who welcomes a little child, on my behalf, is welcoming me.” 

Translate here:   

Jesus is instructing us in how to come to a position of humility. 

Translate here:   

Look at a small child.  

Translate here:   

David in the book of Psalms at one point said that he had quieted himself, 

Translate here:   

that he was like a baby that has been weaned from his mother’s breast.  

Translate here:   

He had allowed himself to be totally satisfied.  

Translate here:   

He was satisfied with being fed by God himself.  

Translate here:   

Pride is hungry.  Pride is always hungry. 

Translate here:   

It needs more. 

Translate here:   

It needs another perk, another lifting up a little higher, 

Translate here:   

but David said I have quieted myself.  I have satisfied myself. 

Translate here:   

Paul tells us that Godliness with contentment is great gain.  

Translate here:   

Be content with what the Lord has given you.  

Translate here:   

As a small child, say thank you Father, for the blessings of this day.  

Translate here:   

Praise the Lord!  

Translate here:   

But pride, according to the scriptures, is an abomination.  

Translate here:   

When pride comes, then comes shame.  

Translate here:   

One of the advantages of studying the book of Proverbs is 

Translate here:   

that it repeats itself over and over again.  

Translate here:   

We get to hear the same message more than once.  

Translate here:   

If some of the things you are hearing on A Proverbs A Day 

Translate here:   

sound like some of the things you have heard in days or weeks past, you are correct 

Translate here:   

…that is God’s way of teaching us important things 

Translate here:   

by saying them over and over again from different directions. 

Translate here:   

Let’s listen in another place in the gospels where Jesus teaches us about humility.  

Translate here:   

Remember that humility is the means, by which we are going to gain this wisdom. 

Translate here:   

 Look in Luke chapter 14.  

Translate here:   

“When Jesus noticed that all who had come to the dinner were trying to sit at the head of the table, 

Translate here:   

he gave them this advice. 

Translate here:   

If you are invited to a wedding feast, 

Translate here:   

don’t always head for the best seat.  

Translate here:   

What if someone more respected than you has also been invited?  

Translate here:   

The host will say, let this person sit here instead, 

Translate here:   

then you will be embarrassed 

Translate here:   

and you will have to take whatever seat is left at the foot of the table.  

Translate here:   

Do this instead. Sit at the foot of the table.  

Translate here:   

Then when your host sees you, he will come and say, friend, 

Translate here:   

we have a better place than this for you.  

Translate here:   

Then you will be honored in front of all the other guests.  

Translate here:   

For the proud will be humbled, but the humbled will be honored.  

Translate here:   

Then he turned to his host and said 

Translate here:   

“when you put on a dinner, don’t invite your friends, brothers, relatives and rich neighbors, 

Translate here:   

… for they will pay you back by inviting you back. 

Translate here:   

Instead, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame and the blind, 

Translate here:   

and then at the resurrection of the Godly, God will reward you 

Translate here:   

for inviting those who could not repay you.”  

Translate here:   

Surely God’s ways are not man’s ways, 

Translate here:   

and man’s ways are not God’s ways.  

Translate here:   

His ways are so much higher.  

Translate here:   

Each of us following natural wisdom would think, 

Translate here:   

if you want to be respected, you need to find respectable people 

Translate here:   

and invite them over to your dinner.  

Translate here:   

Have a big dinner party and let it be known that you had so-and-so at your home.  

Translate here:   

God says do not invite the well known, the rich and the respected.  

Translate here:   

He says to invite the poor and the crippled and the lame and the blind, 

Translate here:   

and then at the resurrection of the Godly, God will reward you 

Translate here:   

for inviting those who could not repay you. 

Translate here:   

It takes humility to minister to the poor. 

Translate here:   

Naturally speaking, everyone would like to be known as the minister to the rich, 

Translate here:   

the advisor to the king, the advisor to the chief executive officers, the advisor to the general.  

Translate here:   

“I gave spiritual advise to General So-and-so.”  

Translate here:   

But according to the scripture, those who feed the poor will get a higher place of honor. 

Translate here:   

Those who feed the crippled and the lame are going to get a higher place of honor in the kingdom of heaven, 

Translate here:   

They will be laying up treasures in heaven, 

Translate here:   

and God himself will reward them.  

Translate here:   

Praise the Lord! When pride comes, then comes shame, 

Translate here:   

…but with the lowly is wisdom.  

Translate here:   

Jesus himself rode into Jerusalem on the back of a donkey.  

Translate here:   

He had a right to golden chariots.  

Translate here:   

He chose to not exercise that right.

He went in as the low One.

And he taught; when you go to a banquet,

don’t head for the front place in the room.

He said seat at the lowest place and be called up, rather than put down.
