“A gracious woman retains honor.”

Although this is not the way we speak today 

Translate here:   

and it is not the language we use at the dinner table, 

Translate here:   

we can still understand what that means.  
Translate here:   

A gracious woman is respected, 

Translate here:   

and then it says strong men retain riches.  
Translate here:   

Well, if the Bible said it, it must be true, 

Translate here:   

but it doesn’t necessarily mean that this is God’s intention, 

Translate here:   

or that this is God’s best.  
Translate here:   

It is true that strong men can get hold of and keep riches, 

Translate here:   

but the New International Version puts a new twist into it.  
Translate here:   

It says ruthless men gain only wealth.  
Translate here:   

The Living Testament says that violent men get rich. 
Translate here:   

As we read on in Proverbs, we know that the Lord does not bless this richness. 
Translate here:   

It says in verse 18 that evil people get rich for the moment, 

Translate here:   

but the reward of the Godly will last.

As we have studied riches in the book of Proverbs, 

Translate here:   

we have seen that a rich relationship with God is far more important than money.  
Translate here:   

This relationship with God is being referred to here in Proverbs. 
Translate here:   

It says that strong men will get money.  
Translate here:   

Men can be strong and go out and get money 

Translate here:   

They can determine that they are going have money.  
Translate here:   

But having money isn’t the same as being rich toward God.  
Translate here:   

Jesus talked about it in Luke.  
Translate here:   

He gave an illustration.  
Translate here:   

He said this: “A rich man had a fertile farm that produced fine crops.

His barns were full to overflowing.

So he said to himself, I know what I will do.
