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080 Loving Discipline – Friday

Translate here:  

Today we are going to look at a subject that most of us would like to avoid.  

Translate here:  

Specifically it has to do with getting corrected,

Translate here:  

such as someone coming to you and saying 

Translate here:  

“I don’t like the way you are doing this.”  

Translate here:  

Or “Do you know what you are doing is hurting me?”  

Translate here:  

Or, “you are acting puffed up, and people are avoiding you.”  

Translate here:  

We don’t want people to come to us and tell us our flaws, 

Translate here:  

because we feel rejected. 

Translate here:  

We feel smaller in the eyes of man. 

Translate here:  

We feel less of a person 

Translate here:  

because someone has made a critical remark about us, 

Translate here:  

but the word of God gives us a whole different attitude toward it.  

Translate here:  

Listen to what it says in Proverbs chapter 12 verse 1.  

Translate here:  

“Whoever loves discipline loves knowledge, 

Translate here:  

but he who hates correction is stupid.”  

Translate here:  

We don’t think of the Bible as calling someone stupid 

Translate here:  

because that word doesn’t sound like a Bible word.  

Translate here:  

The original Bible word in the King James Version says this:  

Translate here:  

“He that hates reproof is brutish.”  

Translate here:  

Brutish doesn’t communicate to me what the word “stupid” does.  

Translate here:  

The Living Bible says, 

Translate here:  

“To learn, you must learn discipline.  

Translate here:  

It is stupid to hate correction.”  

Translate here:  

The words “discipline” and “correction” are basically the same words.  

Translate here:  

There are two sides to the coin when you look at the meaning of discipline.  

Translate here:  

On the one side, discipline means having a controlled mind toward what you are doing, 

Translate here:  

doing it in a disciplined manner. 

Translate here:  

But on the other side and in this example, 

Translate here:  

we are talking about disciplining a student in school.  

Translate here:  

When someone does something wrong, you discipline him.  

Translate here:  

You tell him, you did that wrong.  Now do it right.  

Translate here:  

The wisdom of Proverbs says you must love discipline.  

Translate here:  

Then it goes on to say that it is stupid to hate correction.  

Translate here:  

We have already addressed this subject on an earlier session on A Proverb A Day.  

Translate here:  

Remember this verse in the book of Proverbs? 

Translate here:  

“A wise man wears a rebuke as if it were an earring of gold.”  

Translate here:  

A rebuke in the ear of a wise man is precious 

Translate here:  

because he has the sense that if he is rebuked, he is going to learn something.  

Translate here:  

He is going to be changed.  

Translate here:  

He is going to know better than he knew before.  

Translate here:  

A real sign of immaturity is the inability to receive a rebuke or to receive discipline.

Translate here:  

A child who reacts with anger is simply demonstrating his immaturity 

Translate here:  

when confronted about his attitude, or actions or behavior.  

Translate here:  

Teenagers do it all of the time.  

Translate here:  

Unfortunately there are a lot of 40-year-old teenagers out there.  

Translate here:  

When someone comes to them and says 

Translate here:  

“I didn’t like the way you did that.”  

Translate here:  

They get immediately defensive and say, 

Translate here:  

“Who are you? Who put you in charge?”

Translate here:  

instead of saying, “Thank you brother.  I wasn’t able to see that myself.” 

Translate here:  

“I needed someone to come to me and help me to see that about myself.”  

Translate here:  

We need chastising.  We need correction.  

Translate here:  

We need to be rebuked to learn discipline in our lives.  

Translate here:  

Where is it going to come from and how are we going to react when it comes?  

Translate here:  

This is a real challenge to me, 

Translate here:  

because I tell you, I don’t like people to correct me.  

Translate here:  

They come to me and say that I did this or I did that. 

Translate here:  

It hurts.  

Translate here:  

My flesh does not like to be corrected.  

Translate here:  

I have to put on a spiritual mind 

Translate here:  

 in order to embrace the truth of the scriptures found here in the book of Proverbs.

Translate here:  

Clearly it says, to learn, you must love being corrected.  

Translate here:  

You must love discipline. 

Translate here:  

And to emphasize it, it turns around and says 

Translate here:  

it is stupid to hate correction.  

Translate here:  

This correction that is being referred to in the book of Proverbs 

Translate here:  

is also talked about in the New Testament.

Translate here:  

The Word of God ultimately does the best job 

Translate here:  

of correcting us, of chastising us, and rebuking us.  

Translate here:  

That is why we need to hear and know the word of God all day long.  

Translate here:  

It needs to make a part of our life.  

Translate here:  

That is why we are studying A Proverb a Day.  

Translate here:  

Some of the things we do on A Proverb A Day are not that exciting.  

Translate here:  

It is simply what we call doctrine.  

Translate here:  

We are simply stating the Word.  Thus says the Lord.  

Translate here:  

That is what the word of God says. (And)  

Translate here:  

It is the Holy Spirit that makes it exciting 

Translate here:  

by applying it to our lives, 

Translate here:  

by making it meaningful and important.

Translate here:  

But in 2 Timothy, it says that all scripture, the entire book, the Word of God, 

Translate here:  

all scripture is given by inspiration of God, 

Translate here:  

and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness.  

Translate here:  

There we have it.  

Translate here:  

The Word of God is profitable 

Translate here:  

for reproof, for correction and for instruction in righteousness.  

Translate here:  

The Book of Proverbs says that whoever loves instruction loves knowledge.  

Translate here:  

This Word of God is given, it says in verse 17, that the man of God may be perfect, 

Translate here:  

thoroughly furnished unto all good works.  

Translate here:  

We are equipped by this Word of God.  

Translate here:  

But if the Word of God is not correcting us, if it is not disciplining us, 

Translate here:  

if it is not changing us, then we are not being equipped.  

Translate here:  

Allow the Word of God today, 

Translate here:  

allow this wisdom regarding reproof, instruction and correction to change your heart, 

Translate here:  

to change your attitude.

Translate here:  

Someone may rebuke you today.  

Translate here:  

You may be listening to this early in the morning, 

Translate here:  

and be only an hour or two away from a reproof or a chastisement.  

Translate here:  

You can reject that reproof or you can embrace it.  

Translate here:  

Listen to what the Word of the Lord says in Hebrews.  

Translate here:  

It says, have you not entirely forgotten the encouraging words God spoke to you, his children.  

Translate here:  

He said, my child, don’t ignore it when the Lord disciplines you, 

Translate here:  

and don’t be discouraged when He corrects you, 

Translate here:  

for the Lord disciplines those He loves, 

Translate here:  

and He punishes those He accepts as his children.  

Translate here:  

Love corrects.  Love disciplines.  

Translate here:  

When a person is disciplined in school, it is not to destroy them.  

Translate here:  

It is to make them better.  

Translate here:  

It is to cause them to grow up.  

Translate here:  

When a person is disciplined in the work place, 

Translate here:  

when a supervisor comes and corrects somebody, 

Translate here:  

it is very easy to defend yourself, 

Translate here:  

and say he doesn’t know what he is talking about.  

Translate here:  

 (BUT) The whole reason for that authority structure,

Translate here:  

the whole reason there is a supervisor there 

Translate here:  

is to make things runs smoothly and to cause that to go well, 

Translate here:  

not only for you but for everybody else involved with the company.  

Translate here:  

So being corrected at work isn’t something that you have to fear or reject or avoid or ignore or deny.  

Translate here:  

Yes, there are those who deny it.  

Translate here:  

Somebody comes and correct him,  “I didn’t do anything.”  

Translate here:  

Well, maybe he didn’t do anything that he can see, 

Translate here:  

but there has to be a reason why that person corrected him.  

Translate here:  

A wise man wears a rebuke as a gold earring.  

Translate here:  

The Bible says you have to endure discipline.  

Translate here:  

Back in Hebrews it says as you endure this divine discipline, 

Translate here:  

remember God is treating you as his own children.  

Translate here:  

Whoever heard of a child who is not disciplined?  

Translate here:  

If God doesn’t discipline you as He does all of his children, it means that you are illegitimate, and are not really his children at all.  

Translate here:  

Since we respect our earthly fathers who disciplined us, 

Translate here:  

should we not all the more cheerfully submit to the discipline of our heavenly Father and live forever?  

Translate here:  

Our earthly fathers disciplined us just for a few years, doing the best that they knew how, 

Translate here:  

but God’s discipline is always right and good for us, 

Translate here:  

because it means that we will share in his holiness.  

Translate here:  

No discipline is enjoyable while it is happening.  

Translate here:  

It is painful.  But afterwards there will be a quite harvest of right living for those who are trained in this way.

Translate here:  

Here is a very clear statement from the book of Hebrews.  

Translate here:  

You see, no discipline is joyful.  

Translate here:  

We don’t look for it, or want it or embrace it.  

Translate here:  

It has gotten to the place now where if a child is corrected in school (in America), 

Translate here:  

they can call in someone and tell the teacher that they don’t have a right to correct the child.  

Translate here:  

 (Well) If the child can’t be corrected, who is going to correct it?  

Translate here:  

If the parents are not going to correct it and the teacher is not going to correct it, 

Translate here:  

giving the child free reign to do whatever he wants to do, is going to result in all sorts of problems.

Translate here:  

Correction and discipline are a way of life.  

Translate here:  

They are a needful part of our life, but I know that I am not speaking (this morning) predominantly to children.  

Translate here:  

I am speaking to adults and I want to emphasize, that the Word of God says that even adults are children of God, 

Translate here:  

 (and) we are subjected to and need the discipline of the Father.  

Translate here:  

 (Well) I’d like to close today’s message by mentioning that the other side of discipline is also important, 

Translate here:  

that discipline where you punish your body and make it do the right thing.  

Translate here:  

Jesus refers to it.  

Translate here:  

He called his disciples over to Him, and said (look,) 

Translate here:  

if any of you wants to be my follower, you must put aside your selfish ambition.  \ 

Translate here:  

You have got to shoulder your cross and follow me.  

Translate here:  

He is giving them the requirements of being a disciple.  

Translate here:  

A disciple is a disciplined individual.  

Translate here:  

That is the whole word meaning of disciple, someone who is disciplined, 

Translate here:  

and a disciplined Christian puts aside their own life and takes up the cross of Jesus and follows him.  

Translate here:  

He says if you are trying to keep your life for yourself, you will loose it, 

Translate here:  

but if you give up your life for my sake and for the sake of the Good News, you will find true life.  

Translate here:  

And how do you benefit if you gain the whole world, but loose your own soul in the process?  

Translate here:  

Is anything worth more than your soul?  

Translate here:  

This is discipline: not to live for ourselves.  

Translate here:  

He said you have to stop living for yourself and begin living for the kingdom of God.  

Translate here:  

It requires dying to self.  

Translate here:  

It requires in a disciplined way taking up the cross, and given the choice between am I going to do this for ME or am I going to do this for the Kingdom.  

Translate here:  

We lay down our own desires.  

Translate here:  

Jesus said in the Garden, Father, not my will but thy will be done.  

Translate here:  

We need to be disciplined to accomplish this.  

Translate here:  

And those that love discipline, love knowledge.  

Translate here:
