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085 Wisdom Admired – Friday

Translate:  

Yesterday we saw that the wicked are overthrown and are not, 

Translate:  

but the house of the righteous shall stand.  

Translate:  

We saw the righteous man standing against the wiles of the devil.  

Translate:  

We saw the righteous man as a house that is built upon a rock. 

Translate:  

This thought is continued in Proverbs chapter 12 verse 8.  

Translate:  

It says, “A man shall be commended according to his wisdom, 

Translate:  

but he that is of a perverse heart shall be despised.”  

Translate:  

Let’s look at that in a modern translation, 

Translate:  

to try to see more of what the Lord is saying to us.  

Translate:  

In the New Living Testament, it says, 

Translate:  

 “Everyone admires a person with good sense, 

Translate:  

but a warped mind is despised.”  

Translate:  

What is happening here happens often in the book of Proverbs.  

Translate:  

There is a contrast between that which is good and that which is evil in the same sentence.  

Translate:  

In the New International Version, it says,  

Translate:  

“A man is praised according to his wisdom, but men with warped minds are despised.”

Translate:  

The issue is what is in our mind.  
Translate:  

What kinds of thoughts are in our mind?  
Translate:  

Are they wise thoughts or are they perverse thoughts? 
Translate:  

Looking at that man with a perverse heart, perversity is wickedness.  
Translate:  

And wickedness is a given(ness) to sin, given(ness) to lust, 

Translate:  

but a wise man’s mind is filled with wisdom.  
Translate:  

I believe it would be profitable for us to revisit Matthew chapter 7 verses 24 through 27.

Translate:  

“Anyone who listens to my teachings and obeys them is wise.”   

Translate:  

How do we get a wise mind?  

Translate:  

Remember, anyone with a wise mind is admired.  

Translate:  

He had good sense.  

Translate:  

The way we get a wise mind is that we listen to the teachings of Christ and we obey them. 

Translate:  

“Anyone who listens to my teachings and obeys them 

Translate:  

is wise like a person who builds a house on a solid rock.  

Translate:  

Though the rain comes in torrents, 

Translate:  

and the flood waters rise and the winds beat against that house, 

Translate:  

it won’t collapse because it is built on a rock.”  

Translate:  

Jesus isn’t really talking about rain, floodwaters, and wind.  

Translate:  

He is talking about the difficulties and trials that enter into a person’s life.  

Translate:  

He didn’t promise us freedom from difficulty.  

Translate:  

In fact, in another place, the Bible says 

Translate:  

that through much tribulation, we enter into the kingdom of heaven.  

Translate:  

Through it!

Translate:  

We may try to go around it, over it, or under it.

Translate:  

But we are often called to go through it,

Translate:  

to trust God in the storms of life.  

Translate:  

We go through the wilderness.  

Translate:  

We go through the difficulty.  

Translate:  

We go through the problems.  

Translate:  

Do you have problems today?

Translate:  

Jesus prophesied that you would have problems.  

Translate:  

The question is, are you going to stand against those problems?  

Translate:  

Are you going to have victory in the midst of those problems?  

Translate:  

“Anyone who listens to my teachings and obeys them is wise, 

Translate:  

but anyone who hears my teaching and ignores it is foolish 

Translate:  

like a person who builds a house on the sand.  

Translate:  

When the rain and the floods come and the winds beat against that house, 

Translate:  

it will fall with a mighty crash.”

Translate:  

Remember in both cases, the wise and the foolish persons both listened to the word of God.  

Translate:  

What is the difference between the wise person and the foolish person who both listened to the word of God?  

Translate:  

The wise man is like a person who listens and obeys.  

Translate:  

The foolish man listens but does nothing about it, 

Translate:  

or he rejects it, or he forgets it.  

Translate:  

“Everybody admires a person with good sense, 

Translate:  

but a warped mind is despised.”  

Translate:  

How does a mind get warped?  

Translate:  

How does a mind become perverse? 

Translate:  

Where does this come from?  How does this come about?

Translate:  

The scriptures teach us.  

Translate:  

Listen as I read in Romans chapter 1 verses 21 through 27.  

Translate:  

It says, “Yes, they knew God but they wouldn’t worship him as God or even give him thanks.”  

Translate:  

We are about to read about the wicked people. 

Translate:  

In fact it is going to tell us that these people were given over to sex sin including homosexuality.  

Translate:  

What happened?  How did this come about?  
Translate:  

It says, “Yes, they knew God, but they wouldn’t worship him as God or even give him thanks. 
Translate:  

They began to think up foolish ideas of what God was like.” 

Translate:  

This is so true today.  

Translate:  

People will say that God is who you want him to be.

Translate:  

People will say that all religions have a similar Gods.

Translate:  

People will say that God doesn’t care what you do if it doesn’t hurt others.

Translate:  

They want to participate in sexual sins and drunkenness.

Translate:  

Of course they are hurting themselves and the others that join them. 

Translate:  

Can you see it now? 

Translate:  

Some people take a scripture verse here and another verse there

Translate:  

and create a god that will let them do specifically what they want to do.  

Translate:  

Instead of their doing what God instructs in his word, 

Translate:  

they create their own god that let’s them do what they want to do. 

Translate:  

As a result, “Their minds became darkened and confused.”  

Translate:  

Here is the key verse. “Claiming to be wise, they became utter fools instead.”   

Translate:  

Instead of worshipping the glorious ever-living God, 

Translate:  

they worshipped idols made to look like mere people, 

Translate:  

or birds and animals and snakes.  

Translate:  

So God let them go ahead and do whatever shameful things their heart devised.  

Translate:  

As a result they did vile and degrading things with each other’s bodies.  

Translate:  

Instead of believing what they knew was the truth, 

Translate:  

they deliberately chose to believe lies, so they worshipped the things that God made, 

Translate:  

but not the creator himself, who is to be praised forever.”

Translate:  

We are reading about a warped mind.  

Translate:  

It says men who have warped minds are despised.  

Translate:  

Why are they despised?  What have they done?

Translate:  

 How did they get that way?

Translate:  

 They knew God.

Translate:  

This passage of scripture says they knew God, but they wouldn’t worship him as God.

Translate:  

They wanted to create their own god who would let them do whatever they wanted to do.

Translate:  

It says, “So God let them go ahead and do whatever they wanted to do.  

Translate:  

But when he let them go ahead, he turned them over to perversity and wickedness.  

Translate:  

That is why God abandoned them to their shameful desires.  

Translate:  

Even the women turn against the natural sexual ways, and instead had sex with each other.  

Translate:  

And the men instead of having normal sexual drives toward women, burned with lust for each other.  

Translate:  

Men did shameful things with other men, 

Translate:  

and as a result they suffered within themselves the penalty they so richly deserved.”

Translate:  

This is plain talk from the word of God from the book of Romans in chapter 1.  

Translate:  

You can read it for yourself.  

Translate:  

This is a description of perversity.  

Translate:  

This is a description of a warped mind.  

Translate:  

Proverbs 12:8 says a man is praised according to his wisdom, 

Translate:  

but men with warped minds are despised.  

Translate:  

The Prophet Daniel prophesied that these things would take place. 

Translate:  

They would take place at the end of time.

Translate:  

Daniel chapter 11 verse 40 says, “At that time, at the end of time….” 

Translate:  

Again in Daniel several verses later in chapter 12 verse 1, he says, 
Translate:  

“And at that time, (again) and at that time….

Translate:  

(He is preparing us for what he is going to tell us in the rest of  the chapter.)  

Translate:  

It says, “At that time, shall Michael stand up, the great prince, 

Translate:  

which stands for the children of your people, 

Translate:  

and there shall be a time of trouble such as never was, since there was a nation, 

Translate:  

even that same time and at that time, your people shall be delivered, 

Translate:  

everyone who shall be found written in the book.”

Translate:  

Daniel is prophesying that at the end of time, 

Translate:  

there will be a time of trouble, 

Translate:  

but some in that trouble will be protected, those whose names are written in the book.”  

Translate:  

We referred to it yesterday, those whose names are written in the Lamb’s book of life.  

Translate:  

There are 2 groups of people, 

Translate:  

those whose names are NOT written and those whose names are written.  

Translate:  

But we know there is going to be a time of trouble.  

Translate:  

We can see that trouble about us even now. 

Translate:  

Many, many believe that we are in that last time.  

Translate:  

There is trouble in many places on the earth.  

Translate:  

As a result of the winding down of time, Daniel further prophesies, 

Translate:  

 “Many of them that sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, 

Translate:  

some to everlasting life and some to shame and everlasting contempt.”

Translate:  

Those with warped minds shall be despised. 

Translate:  

We are referencing this scripture for a reason:

Translate:  

Sometimes it appears that people in this age with warped minds are getting along very well.  

Translate:  

Many are popular, rich and influential.

Translate:  

They do the most shameful sexual acts in the movies and in real life.

Translate:  

Now they want Christian priests and preachers to marry them: 
Translate:  

men to marry men, and marry women to women! 

Translate:  

Rosie O’Donald, a well known TV personality in America, recently admitted she was gay.

Translate:  

She wanted to marry her girlfriend.

Translate:  

They have already adopted 3 young children,

Translate:  

And the girlfriend is pregnant with a fourth child.  

Translate:  

Obviously Rosie is not the father! 

Translate:  

These warped minds that want to change the definition of marriage in America.

Translate:  

The next thing they are wanting is group marriage, 

Translate:  

meaning 3 or more people can be married to each other.

Translate:  

Ultimately they want to destroy marriage, defined as one man and one woman.

Translate:  

Also, they participate in extreme violence on TV and in the movies, 

Translate:  

It isn’t fit for anyone to see.  It warps children’s minds.

Translate:  

They consult wizards, ghosts, and aliens for help both in the movies and in real life. 

Translate:  

They are movie stars and they are making a lot of money.  

Translate:  

It seems things are going all right for them at this time.  

Translate:  

But this scripture is telling us that there are eternal consequences.  

Translate:  

Yes, they may be getting along okay for right now.  

Translate:  

They may be very rich for right now.  

Translate:  

They may be very popular for right now. 

Translate:  

Their CD’s and cassettes may be selling right now.  

Translate:  

They may be getting a lot of attention right now.  

Translate:  

But Daniel says when time winds to an end, 

Translate:  

when the time of trouble comes, and that book that is written is opened up, 

Translate:  

some of these people will arise to everlasting shame and contempt, 

Translate:  

because they will bear the fruit of their perversity, their warped minds.

Translate:  

I really like what Daniel says about the righteous.  

Translate:  

He says, “They that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament 

Translate:  

and they that turn many to righteousness, as the stars forever and ever.” Alleluia.  

Translate:  

They that be wise shall shine.  

Translate:  

Everyone admires a wise man.  

Translate:  

A man is praised according to his wisdom, it tells us in Proverbs 12:8. 

Translate:  

They that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament, 

Translate:  

and they that turn many to righteousness as the stars forever and ever.  

Translate:  

Jesus says the wise man is a man who builds his house upon a rock.  

Translate:  

He hears the word of the Lord and he does it.

Translate:
