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149 The Plan - Thursday Week 30

TRANSLATE:  

Today we are going to look at the God of the plan, 

TRANSLATE:  

the God of plans, the God of forward thinking, the God that tells us to make plans, 

TRANSLATE:  

and he says make good plans and don’t make evil plans.  

TRANSLATE:  

Look in Psalm 40 verse 5 with me.  

TRANSLATE:  

“Oh, Lord my God, you have done many miracles for us.  Your plans for us are too numerous to list.  

TRANSLATE:  

If I tried to recite all your wonderful deeds, I would never come to an end of them.”  

TRANSLATE:  

It tells us that God has plans for us.  

TRANSLATE:  

Each of us, when we have children, have plans for our children.  

TRANSLATE:  

We want them to grow up and be strong and healthy and beautiful.  

TRANSLATE:  

We want them to be a blessing to each other and to the world.  

TRANSLATE:  

We plan for that  We plan for their education.  

TRANSLATE:  

We plan for their clothing and for feeding them.  

TRANSLATE:  

We look forward to how they are going to be…

TRANSLATE:  

they are going to be blessed through us, 

TRANSLATE:  

but yet our abilities to plan for our children are just miniscule, small, terribly small compared to God’s plan for us.  

TRANSLATE:  

God has a plan for us.  His plans for us are too numerous to list.  

TRANSLATE:  

And not only does he have a plan, but Psalm 138:8 tells us, 

TRANSLATE:  

“The Lord will work out his plans for my life; for your faithful love, O Lord, endures forever.  

TRANSLATE:  

Don’t abandon me, for you made me.”  

TRANSLATE:  

David was convinced that God was going to work out his plans for his life…..

TRANSLATE:  

God’s plans for his life, so I think David, more than many perhaps, looked upon each day as an unfolding of God’s plan. 

TRANSLATE:  

“Okay God, what are you going to do today? 

TRANSLATE:  

Which army are you going to defeat today? 

TRANSLATE:  

Which victory are you going to provide for me today?  

TRANSLATE:  

How are you going to keep me in the midst of this trouble today?”  

TRANSLATE:  

I can see David just expecting everyday to see the plans of God come forth in his life.  

TRANSLATE:  

Are you planning on God’s plan today?  What are you believing for today?  

TRANSLATE:  

Are you believing for disaster?  Are you believing for trouble?  

TRANSLATE:  

Are you believing for just getting along or just getting through. 

TRANSLATE:  

 Do you have faith for God’s plan coming forth in your life today?  

TRANSLATE:  

David said the Lord WILL work out his plans for my life.  

TRANSLATE:  

Well what does all of this have to do with the book of Proverbs?  

TRANSLATE:  

If you have been listening to other programs, all know, we are in Proverbs chapter 14.  

TRANSLATE:  

Listen to the word of the Lord from Proverbs 14:22.  

TRANSLATE:  

“Do not those who plot evil go astray?  

TRANSLATE:  

But those who plan what is good find love and faithfulness.” 

TRANSLATE:  

Well, that tells us something.  There are some that plot or plan evil.  

TRANSLATE:  

There are those that lie awake at night, looking at ways to let their anger out at someone, 

TRANSLATE:  

….ways to get back against someone who has gotten them. 

TRANSLATE:  

They want to get their get-back. But do not those who plot evil go astray? 

TRANSLATE:  

The Bible tells us that they DO go astray.  Those that plot evil do go astray.  

TRANSLATE:  

So it gives us another way of doing things.  We are not called to plot evil.  

TRANSLATE:  

It tells us but those who plan what is good find love and faithfulness.  

TRANSLATE:  

It’s telling us we have got to have a plan.  

TRANSLATE:  

We have got to have a plan for that which is good.  

TRANSLATE:  

Just earlier this morning I was planning something.  

TRANSLATE:  

By the grace of God, I have a second house.  

TRANSLATE:  

I have a home that I live in, and I have yet another house.  

TRANSLATE:  

And up until recently, my daughter and son-in-law have been living in the house.  

TRANSLATE:  

But they have been blessed with a house that they have bought in a nearby city. 

TRANSLATE:  

Now that house that I have is available, and so I have been making plans for that house, plans for good, 

TRANSLATE:  

and I’m looking forward to the possibility of making it available for traveling missionaries 

TRANSLATE:  

 …..or men of faith that are in the area that need a place to stay.  

TRANSLATE:  

 I been doing some planning for good, 

TRANSLATE:  

and don’t you know that whole process of planning for good is very heart-warming.  

TRANSLATE:  

It is a blessing to plan for good.

TRANSLATE:  

It is certainly not boring.  It is exciting to think about being a blessing to other people.  

TRANSLATE:  

Proverbs 14:22 tells us, “Those who plan what is good find love and faithfulness.”  

TRANSLATE:  

Are you missing love and faithfulness in your life?  Are you planning what is good?  

TRANSLATE:  

Are you sitting down thinking of ways, asking God to give you a plan for good, 

TRANSLATE:  

a plan for being a blessing to someone else?  

TRANSLATE:  

A plan for today…. what can I do today for good, Lord, 

TRANSLATE:  

or what can I do with my life. 

TRANSLATE:  

 Do we have a big plan?  Do we have an overall goal?  

TRANSLATE:  

Do we have some place that we are looking forward to, that we are going to?  

TRANSLATE:  

Well, the overall goal is to be a blessing. 

TRANSLATE:  

That scripture tells us that Abraham was blessed and through him many nations would be blessed.  

TRANSLATE:  

What we get from God, we don’t get for ourselves.  We get it to give it.  

TRANSLATE:  

Freely you have received, freely give.  Have you got a plan for giving?  

TRANSLATE:  

Have you got a plan for blessing the church, for blessing your neighbor?  

TRANSLATE:  

Just yesterday we were looking at the fact that he who despises his neighbor is not very well thought of, 

TRANSLATE:  

but he that looks after the needs of his neighbor, he is going to have friends, it tells us.   

TRANSLATE:  

Proverbs chapter 2 has a wonderful promise in it.  

TRANSLATE:  

It says, my child, listen to me and treasure my instructions.  

TRANSLATE:  

We listen to these instructions from the word of God then there is a promise.  

TRANSLATE:  

It says “For wisdom will enter your heart and knowledge will fill you with joy.  

TRANSLATE:  

Wise planning will watch over you.  Understanding will keep you safe.”   

TRANSLATE:  

Just recently also we gave an exhortation. We said “Study the word.” 

TRANSLATE:  

It’s reckless to not study the word of God, 

TRANSLATE:  

and it is even more reckless to study it and not do it.  “Study the word.”  

TRANSLATE:  

Listen to the Lord and treasure his instructions, and then wise planning will watch over you.  

TRANSLATE:  

Then God’s wise plan will be coming forth through your life.  

TRANSLATE:  

One of the things he will be doing is giving you a desire to create a plan, a plan for good.  

TRANSLATE:  

My wife and I sat for a time this morning and we planned the day.  

TRANSLATE:  

We discussed what we were going to do today, 

TRANSLATE:  

how we were going to make the car available so that she could have it part of the time, 
TRANSLATE:  

and I could have it part of the time, but our plan was a plan for good. 

TRANSLATE:  

We wanted to go forward.  We are told here those who plan what is good find love and faithfulness. 

TRANSLATE:  

Well, not everybody is planning for good.   Psalm 7 verses 14 through 16 says, 

TRANSLATE:  

“The wicked conceive evil.”  There is an attitude or a spirit of wickedness 

TRANSLATE:  

that is waiting and looking for a way to get back at somebody

TRANSLATE:  

“The wicked conceive evil.  They are pregnant with trouble and they give birth to lies.  

TRANSLATE:  

They dig a pit to trap others and then they fall into it themselves. 

TRANSLATE:  

They make trouble, but it backfires on them. 

TRANSLATE:  

They plan violence for others, but it falls on their own head.”  

TRANSLATE:  

This is a warning against evil plans.  Psalm 7 verses 14 through 16.  You can look it up yourself.  

TRANSLATE:  

It tells us they make trouble, but it backfires on them.  

TRANSLATE:  

They dig a pit to trap others, but they fall into it themselves.  

TRANSLATE:  

They plan violence for others, but it falls on their own heads.  

TRANSLATE:  

Yesterday we looked at Galatians.  It tells us that whatever we sew, we WILL reap.  

TRANSLATE:  

They were being exhorted to make plans for good, 

TRANSLATE:  

because those who plan what is good find love and faithfulness.  

TRANSLATE:  

Let’s hear the word of the Lord from Psalm 20 on this subject. 

TRANSLATE:  

“In times of trouble, may the Lord respond to your cry.  

TRANSLATE:  

May the God of Israel keep you safe from all harm.  

TRANSLATE:  

May he send you help from his sanctuary and strengthen you from Jerusalem.  

TRANSLATE:  

May he remember all your gifts and look favorably on your burnt offerings.  

TRANSLATE:  

May he grant your heart’s desire, and fulfill all your PLANS.  

TRANSLATE:  

May we shout for joy when we hear of your victory, flying banners to honor our God.  

TRANSLATE:  

May the Lord answer all your prayers.”  What are you planning today?  

TRANSLATE:  

Are you planning for good today?  Have you been thinking about a way to be a blessing to someone?  

TRANSLATE:  

David prayed a prayer saying, 

TRANSLATE:  

“May God grant your heart’s desires and fulfill all your plans.”  

TRANSLATE:  

Oh, that we would hear the word and begin planning good, 

TRANSLATE:  

because there is a promise that as we plan good, God is going to enable it.  

TRANSLATE:  

God is going to make it possible.  God is going to bring about the provision.  

TRANSLATE:  

We say, well I can’t do so-and-so because I don’t have such-and-such. 

TRANSLATE:  

If it is God, God will make the provision.  There is no question.  

TRANSLATE:  

He pays for that which he initiates.  Those things that God wants to do, he just opens up his checkbook, 

TRANSLATE:  

and out comes the money for whatever is needed..  

TRANSLATE:  

You don’t have to strive to do the will of the Lord, 

TRANSLATE:  

because the will of the Lord is supported financially by God himself. 

TRANSLATE:  

 Praise the Lord.  Oh Lord my God, you have done many miracles for us.  

TRANSLATE:  

Your plans are too numerous to list.  

TRANSLATE:  

If I try to recite all your wonderful deeds, I would never come to an end of them.  

TRANSLATE:  

It says God’s plans are so wonderful for us; 

TRANSLATE:  

we being made in the image of God have the opportunity to make plans also.  

TRANSLATE:  

Plan for good today, but not just for today, for this week, for this year.  

TRANSLATE:  

Plan for good for the next 10 years.  What is your plan for the kingdom?  

TRANSLATE:  

What is your plan for your family?  What is your plan for your church? 

TRANSLATE:  

We have a promise here that God will fulfill (UH) all our plans. 

TRANSLATE:  

God WILL fulfill our plans, but we have got to make those plans.  

TRANSLATE:  

 This is Brother Stephen Keel and this is A PROVERB A DAY. 

TRANSLATE:  

I pray that you got a plan for good today.  

TRANSLATE:  

I pray that you will walk in the blessing of the Lord 

TRANSLATE:  

and know the goodness of the Lord in the land of the living.  

TRANSLATE:  

Have a great day and have a great eternity.
