175 Treasure – Friday Week 35

TRANSLATE:  
Teaching about money can be a difficult thing 

TRANSLATE:  

for a pastor or a preacher to do.  

TRANSLATE:  
The reason it’s difficult is that people may ask….
TRANSLATE:  
….. why he is teaching about money?  

TRANSLATE:  
Is he teaching about money because he needs money? 

TRANSLATE:  
….or is he teaching about money because the Lord teaches about it?  

TRANSLATE:  
There’s a considerable amount of teaching about money. 

TRANSLATE:  
that has the effect of raising the pastor’s salary.
TRANSLATE:  

…supporting  a lot of activities 

TRANSLATE:  

that aren’t about building up the Kingdom of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
There’s a whole movement in Christianity today 

TRANSLATE:  
that places a great deal of emphasis on what you can receive…. 

TRANSLATE:  
…in a material sense from the Lord, 
TRANSLATE:  

….for instance, using the scriptures about sewing and reaping.

TRANSLATE:  
I heard a preacher offer a 1000-times return on the gift 
TRANSLATE:  

that the congregation would put in the offering.  

TRANSLATE:  
He said, “If you put $5 in, you get $5000 back.”  

TRANSLATE:  
What an offering!  What a deal!  

TRANSLATE:  
If people really believed what he was saying, 

TRANSLATE:  
it would be totally foolish for anyone to hold back anything at all.  

TRANSLATE:  
But of course most people don’t entirely believe that….
TRANSLATE:  
….because he was speaking outside of the permission of the Bible. 

TRANSLATE:  
The Bible doesn’t enable us to make such outrageous offers.  

TRANSLATE:  
It’s good for us to consider the scriptures regarding money,… 

TRANSLATE:  
….and to have a clear understanding of what true riches are. 

TRANSLATE:  
Let’s look at Proverbs chapter 15 verse 6.  

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us, “In the house of the righteous is much treasure, 

TRANSLATE:  
but in the revenues of the wicked is trouble.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Now the New Living Testament says, 

TRANSLATE:  
“There’s treasure in the house of the Godly, 
TRANSLATE:  

but the earnings of the wicked bring trouble.”  

TRANSLATE:  
And the New International Version says that 

TRANSLATE:  
….the house of the righteous contains great treasure, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but the income of the wicked brings them trouble.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now we are talking about treasure.  

TRANSLATE:  
We are talking about the household of the righteous.  

TRANSLATE:  
This could be the household of faith as in the church.  

TRANSLATE:  
This could be anyone who knows and calls upon the Lord, 

TRANSLATE:  
….or it could be referring to the household of the Christian family,… 
TRANSLATE:  

….one family in their personal home? 

TRANSLATE:  
The promise of the scripture is that in the household or the home… 
TRANSLATE:  

….or the house of the righteous is much treasure. 

TRANSLATE:  
Well what treasure is it referring to?  

TRANSLATE:  
Does this mean that all you get is spiritual treasure?  

TRANSLATE:  
Or does it mean that you get lots of money, diamonds, jewels, cars?  

TRANSLATE:  
What just exactly does it mean when it talks about treasure?  

TRANSLATE:  
Before we are finished this morning, 

TRANSLATE:  
I want to make the point that it can mean both. 

TRANSLATE:  
There is no restraint on the hand of God 

TRANSLATE:  
….for giving a man of God money, treasures, diamonds, or  gold.  

TRANSLATE:  
God can do it if he wants to do it, 

TRANSLATE:  
but the primary emphasis on treasure….

TRANSLATE:  

…. is not in the natural realm.  

TRANSLATE:  
It’s in the spiritual realm. 

TRANSLATE:  
There are treasures in heaven available to the righteous.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now we are going to try to show that….

TRANSLATE:  

…. or demonstrate that from the scriptures.  

TRANSLATE:  
In Colossians chapter 2, reading in verses 2 and 3, 

TRANSLATE:  
….the Apostle Paul says that his purpose is this: 
TRANSLATE:  
….that the church be encouraged in heart, united in love….
TRANSLATE:  
….so that they may have the full riches of complete understanding, 

TRANSLATE:  
….in order that they may know the mystery of God,

TRANSLATE:  
….namely Christ in whom are hidden all the treasures….

TRANSLATE:  

….I repeat, ALL the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.  

TRANSLATE:  
Oh, that’s a very strong verse.  

TRANSLATE:  
Paul is praying that the church be united in love 

TRANSLATE:  
….so that they may have the full riches of complete understanding. 

TRANSLATE:  
Paul is placing incredible importance on understanding. 

TRANSLATE:  
If you have been listening to us regularly, ….

TRANSLATE:  

….the book of Proverbs clearly promotes understanding. 

TRANSLATE:  
It says get wisdom, get understanding.  

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us in various places in Proverbs 

TRANSLATE:  
that this wisdom and understanding will even increase your days.  

TRANSLATE:  
It says that it will be health to your body, health to your bones. 

TRANSLATE:  
Sickness can be chased away by wisdom and understanding.  

TRANSLATE:  
There is lengthening of days by wisdom and understanding. Alleluia!  

TRANSLATE:  
There is great treasure in wisdom and understanding, 

TRANSLATE:  
Paul says that his prayer for the church…..

TRANSLATE:  

…. is that as they come together united in love, 

TRANSLATE:  
….they may have the full riches of complete understanding

TRANSLATE:  
….in order that they may know the mysteries of God, 

TRANSLATE:  
….namely Christ in whom are hidden….

TRANSLATE:  

….all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. 

TRANSLATE:  
In the house of the righteous is a lot of treasure.  

TRANSLATE:  
In the house of the righteous is a lot of wisdom, knowledge and understanding.  

TRANSLATE:  
Seek knowledge, the scripture tells us.  

TRANSLATE:  
Seek wisdom.  We are supposed to seek wisdom 

TRANSLATE:  
….as a treasure lost or hidden in a field.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now the book of Proverbs does a comparison….

TRANSLATE:  

….between gold and silver and diamonds, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and the riches of understanding,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….because we already know how men lust after money.  

TRANSLATE:  
We know how men will work very long and hard for money,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….work 14, 15, 18 hours a day when the money is flowing.  

TRANSLATE:  
You have got a job that’s paying a lot of money.
TRANSLATE:  
It’s bringing you 50 or 100 thousand dollars a year.  

TRANSLATE:  
All you have to do is sell your soul… 

TRANSLATE:  
….work your 40 hours plus another 30 hours of overtime each week, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and watch your bank account get bigger and bigger. 

TRANSLATE:  
You can work intensely to increase the treasures of your bank account.  

TRANSLATE:  
The recommendation of the scripture is similar:
TRANSLATE:  
….that you work at least that hard….

TRANSLATE:  

…. to gain wisdom, knowledge and understanding, 

TRANSLATE:  
….namely to draw closer to Christ,….

TRANSLATE:  

….in whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now the greater includes the lesser. 

TRANSLATE:  
The lesser is mere money, 

TRANSLATE:  
but the greater is wisdom and understanding in Christ. 

TRANSLATE:  
Now money is no longer the emphasis of your life.  

TRANSLATE:  
Once you have understanding regarding God’s ways, 

TRANSLATE:  
….you are free from the unending search for money.  

TRANSLATE:  
The scripture tells us clearly that we should give no thought for tomorrow, 

TRANSLATE:  
….what we shall eat…. 
TRANSLATE:  

…. or what we shall drink or what we shall wear, 

TRANSLATE:  
because our heavenly Father knows 
TRANSLATE:  

….that we have need of these things. 

TRANSLATE:  
It says seek ye first the kingdom of God and his righteousness 

TRANSLATE:  
….and all these other things will be provided for you.  

TRANSLATE:  
Wisdom dictates seeking understanding, seeking knowledge of God. 

TRANSLATE:  
If you have knowledge of God, 

TRANSLATE:  
….it tells us that all these other things will be taken care of for you.  

TRANSLATE:  
Your natural needs will be met.  

TRANSLATE:  
Your need to eat, 
TRANSLATE:  

….your need for a home, 
TRANSLATE:  

….your need for clothing to wear. 

TRANSLATE:  
They will all be met….

TRANSLATE:  

…. by seeking the true treasures of wisdom and knowledge. 

TRANSLATE:  
In Philippians, Paul emphases this by talking about Christ 

TRANSLATE:  
….supplying all your needs from his glorious riches.  

TRANSLATE:  
All your needs are provided as you seek wisdom, knowledge and understanding, 

TRANSLATE:  
….all of your needs, everything that you need supplied 

TRANSLATE:  
….as you seek wisdom, knowledge and understanding.  

TRANSLATE:  
Paul really talks a lot about this.  

TRANSLATE:  
Here is Ephesians chapter 3 he says, 
TRANSLATE:  

 ….“I pray that out of his glorious riches,….”  

TRANSLATE:  
Now we know that God’s glorious riches include the cattle on a 1000 hills.  

TRANSLATE:  
We know that his glorious riches include all of the diamonds in Africa

TRANSLATE:  
….and all of the gold underneath the earth,…. 
TRANSLATE:  

Today we might add all the oil in the Middle East. 

TRANSLATE:  
The earth is the Lord’s and the fullness thereof.
TRANSLATE:  

But all of those natural riches aren’t nearly as glorious as God’s riches.

TRANSLATE:  
He owns it all, natural and spiritual riches.  

TRANSLATE:  
The Apostle Paul says, “I pray that out of his glorious riches…..” 

TRANSLATE:  
 ….“Out of his GLORIOUS riches,…

TRANSLATE:  

…. he may strengthen you with power in your inner being.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Get wisdom. Get knowledge. 

TRANSLATE:  
Get understanding and you will be strengthened with power in your inner being.  

TRANSLATE:  
A powerful man may have a lot of money.  

TRANSLATE:  
He can buy guns.  He can buy influence, 

TRANSLATE:  
but the man that is rich within, 
TRANSLATE:  

….he is a truly powerful man, 
TRANSLATE:  

….who can turn the hand of God in prayer, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but that man that is merely rich in the things of this world… 

TRANSLATE:  
….he can only buy things like airplanes and guns…

TRANSLATE:  
….but if the man is rich in his inner being, 
TRANSLATE:  

….he can speak into the heavenly realm, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and the Father can unleash 10,000 angels.  Alleluia, 

TRANSLATE:  
The power of God far exceeds the power of man.  

TRANSLATE:  
The weakness of God is greater than the power of man.  

TRANSLATE:  
So Paul prays that out of God’s glorious riches, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..God would strengthen you with power in your inner being 

TRANSLATE:  
….so that Christ may dwell in your heart though faith

TRANSLATE:  
Then he says, “I pray that you be rooted and established in love 

TRANSLATE:  
…. And may have power together with all of the saints to grasp…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….how wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ,… 

TRANSLATE:  
….and to know this love that surpasses knowledge 

TRANSLATE:  
….that you may be filled… 
TRANSLATE:  

….with the measure of all of the fullness of God.”  Wow! 

TRANSLATE:  
In the house of the righteous is much treasure.  

TRANSLATE:  
Where is your treasure today?  
TRANSLATE:  

What do you treasure today?

TRANSLATE:  
Where your heart is…. there your treasure is also.  

TRANSLATE:  
Where is your heart?   
TRANSLATE:  

What do you work for?  

TRANSLATE:  
How are you spending your days?  

TRANSLATE:  
What kinds of treasures are you accumulating?  

TRANSLATE:  
Knowledge of God, inner strength, inner power?  

TRANSLATE:  
God said there is power.  

TRANSLATE:  
There is spiritual power in wisdom, knowledge and understanding.  

TRANSLATE:  
Paul says, “I pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened, 

TRANSLATE:  
….in order that you may know the hope….

TRANSLATE:  

….to which God has called you,

TRANSLATE:  
….the riches of his glorious inheritance in the saints, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and his incomparably great power for us that believe.  ! 

TRANSLATE:  
In the house of the righteous is treasure.  

TRANSLATE:  
That treasure includes power.  

TRANSLATE:  
That treasure includes all that you need, 
TRANSLATE:  

….ALL that you will ever need.  Alleluia!  

TRANSLATE:  
I encourage you today to seek for wisdom, knowledge and power.  

TRANSLATE:  
This is Brother Stephen Keel.  This is A PROVERB A DAY.  

TRANSLATE:  
Learn to be wise.  

TRANSLATE:  
Have a great eternity and grow in the knowledge of God.
