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176 Wise Lips – Monday Week 36

TRANSLATE:  
Today we are going to add to the last verse in Proverbs that we discussed on A Proverb a Day.  

TRANSLATE:  
The last time we spoke about Proverbs 15:6.  

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us there is treasure in the house of the Godly,…

TRANSLATE:  

….but the earnings of the wicked bring trouble.  

TRANSLATE:  
As we looked into that, we found that in the New Testament,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
…..that treasure is the treasure of wisdom, knowledge and understanding,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….and it exhorted you to seek wisdom,…. 
TRANSLATE:  

…..just as the writer of Proverbs said seek wisdom,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….but today we are going to add to Proverbs 15:6,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….by looking underneath the covers in Proverbs 15:7.  

TRANSLATE:  
15:7 seems to be very similar.  It tells us,….
TRANSLATE:  
 ….“The lips of the wise disperse knowledge, ….

TRANSLATE:  

….but the heart of the foolish does not.”  

TRANSLATE:  
In the New International Version it says, 

TRANSLATE:  
….”The lips of the wise spread knowledge, ….

TRANSLATE:  

….not so the hearts of fools.”  

TRANSLATE:  
We need to see wisdom, knowledge and understanding accurately.  

TRANSLATE:  
We need to understand exactly what it is that the Holy Spirit is talking about here. 

TRANSLATE:  
I’m certain that many of you have not had a great education.  

TRANSLATE:  
Many of you may not have graduated even from high school,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….and you are listening to me,….

TRANSLATE:  

….and you are saying to yourself, 

TRANSLATE:  
well I can’t really be part of what Brother Steve is talking about here 

TRANSLATE:  
because I’ve got limitations in my education, 

TRANSLATE:  
….or maybe you just know about yourself 

TRANSLATE:  
that you just weren’t gifted with academic skills….

TRANSLATE:  

….like other people have been gifted with. 

TRANSLATE:  
You know, it always bothered me. 

TRANSLATE:  
I went to college, but every place I went to college, 

TRANSLATE:  
I found that there were people that were much smarter than I was, 

TRANSLATE:  
and they were able to get their work done.  

TRANSLATE:  
They were able to pass the exams.  

TRANSLATE:  
They could do things that seemed like without any effort whatsoever.  

TRANSLATE:  
They were very gifted academically, and I was not.  

TRANSLATE:  
Well, maybe you feel that way about other people. 

TRANSLATE:  
Let’s be clear here.  The lips of the wise disperse knowledge. 

TRANSLATE:  
 It’s not limiting us to academic or theological or school learning.  

TRANSLATE:  
What it’s really about is knowledge of God, knowledge of Jesus Christ. 

TRANSLATE:  
The smallest child can know Jesus. 

TRANSLATE:  
The person that never got a degree from any school can know Jesus, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and it’s saying that the lips of the wise disperse knowledge.  

TRANSLATE:  
What?  Knowledge of God.  Knowledge of Jesus.

TRANSLATE:  
There are many people that know much about the Bible.  

TRANSLATE:  
They can quote chapter and verse.  

TRANSLATE:  
They can tell you about the great themes of the Bible 

TRANSLATE:  
….and the great arguments in the New Testament for this or for that, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but they don’t know Jesus.  

TRANSLATE:  
They can not disperse true knowledge 

TRANSLATE:  
because they don’t know Jesus.  

TRANSLATE:  
Let’s emphasize this by looking at what the Apostle Paul writes in the book of Colossians. 

TRANSLATE:  
Paul says in Colossians chapter 2 verses 2 and 3 .  

TRANSLATE:  
“My purpose is that they may be encouraged in heart and united in love….
TRANSLATE:  
….so that they may have the full riches of complete understanding.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Now here Paul is talking about wisdom, knowledge and understanding, 

TRANSLATE:  
but listen to this phrase.  

TRANSLATE:  
 “In order that they may know the mystery of God, 

TRANSLATE:  
namely Christ in whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.” 

TRANSLATE:  
I have said this before and  I will say it again.  

TRANSLATE:  
The greater includes the lesser, ….

TRANSLATE:  

….but the lesser does not necessarily include the greater.  

TRANSLATE:  
Wisdom and knowledge in this case are the lesser.  

TRANSLATE:  
The greater is Christ.  

TRANSLATE:  
 What Paul is saying here is if you know Christ,….
TRANSLATE:  
….in Christ are hidden all of the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.  

TRANSLATE:  
If you know Christ, you have the greater.  

TRANSLATE:  
If you have the greater, then you have the lesser. 

TRANSLATE:  
The lesser is hidden inside of the greater.  

TRANSLATE:  
How is Christ known?  Is he known intellectually?  

TRANSLATE:  
Is he known academically?  Is he known theologically? 

TRANSLATE:  
Well yes, to a certain degree, there are things 

TRANSLATE:  
that can be known about Christ, in that manner, 

TRANSLATE:  
but this knowledge of God described in Proverbs…

TRANSLATE:  

…. is not in any way limited to that. 
TRANSLATE:  

If Christ were know only by the educated people, ….

TRANSLATE:  

….then the rest of us would be hopelessly lost from God. 

TRANSLATE:  
Do you know your Savior?  Do you know your Lord?  

TRANSLATE:  
Do you know the man that comforts you?  

TRANSLATE:  
Do you know the man that heals you?  

TRANSLATE:  
Do you know the man that gives you rest? Alleluia.  

TRANSLATE:  
Can we disperse knowledge about the comfort that is available in Christ?  

TRANSLATE:  
Can we tell others about how their ulcers can be healed by simply resting in Jesus,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….by trusting in the promises of God our Savior?  Alleluia.  

TRANSLATE:  
Those announcements,… that knowledge that we share,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….those things that we speak of about the character of Christ,….

TRANSLATE:  

….how good and faithful He is….

TRANSLATE:  

…what He has done for us….

TRANSLATE:  

….we way He has impacted our lives, ….
TRANSLATE:  
…these are the most important things that we can speak of.  

TRANSLATE:  
Jesus says about himself, “I am the way, the truth and the life.  

TRANSLATE:  
No man can come to the Father except through me.  

TRANSLATE:  
If you had known who I am,. …

TRANSLATE:  

…. then you would have known who my Father is.” 

TRANSLATE:  
Do we know who he is?  Do we know who Jesus is?  

TRANSLATE:  
Who is Jesus for you today?  For me, he’s my peace. 

TRANSLATE:  
He’s my peace.  He has broken down every wall.  

TRANSLATE:  
He is the Prince of Peace.  He is the Pool of Peace, 

TRANSLATE:  
….into which I can place my tormented mind, 

TRANSLATE:  
.…and as my mind is dipped in the pool of peace, it absorbs that peace, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and I am brought into a state of peacefulness and rest, 

TRANSLATE:  
but he is not only my peace. He is my confidence.  

TRANSLATE:  
I don’t step outside of the door today ….
TRANSLATE:  
…..believing that I can handle anything that’s in front of me,

TRANSLATE:  
….because I have proven to myself over and over again that I am a great failure.  

TRANSLATE:  
As a brother in the Lord, I deeply respect, has announced. 

TRANSLATE:  
He said I’ve been a great success at failing.  Ha, Ha!  

TRANSLATE:  
I too have been a great success at failing.  

TRANSLATE:  
I have had some wonderful failures.  

TRANSLATE:  
I am capable of multiple and colossal failures, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but I step out the door with confidence because I believe the word.  

TRANSLATE:  
The word tells me that I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me. 

TRANSLATE:  
Because Christ has chosen to live within me, I do not have to be afraid.  

TRANSLATE:  
He is my absence of fear.  

TRANSLATE:  

I can face mighty foes.  

TRANSLATE:  
I can face potentially very damaging circumstances without fear.  

TRANSLATE:  
The scripture tells me that the righteous are bold as lions, 

TRANSLATE:  
but the evil people run away when nobody is chasing them.  

TRANSLATE:  
I do not have to have that spirit of fear,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….because I have been given a spirit of love, of power and a sound mind.  

TRANSLATE:  
It’s been given to me by the Lord Jesus himself.  Alleluia.  

TRANSLATE:  
Not only the absence of fear, not only peace is available,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….but an even greater thing is available to us.  

TRANSLATE:  
Ephesians chapter 3 tells us,  “I pray that out of God’s glorious riches,” 

TRANSLATE:  
Now I’ve been talking about some of the riches…..

TRANSLATE:  
”I pray that out of his glorious riches, he may strengthen you with power 

TRANSLATE:  
….through his spirit in your inner being.”  

TRANSLATE:  
This power is not academic or theological.  

TRANSLATE:  
He wants each of us to have power in our inner being by his spirit, 

TRANSLATE:  
(This is verse 17 of chapter 3 of Ephesians.) 

TRANSLATE:  
…..so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith.”  Oh, Alleluia!  

TRANSLATE:  
He doesn’t want us to have only the peace of Christ or the faith of Christ.  

TRANSLATE:  
He wants us to have Christ himself!  

TRANSLATE:  
This is the knowledge that we are to be dispersing, that we are to be passing out.  

TRANSLATE:  
If you have Christ, then you have his peace, then you have his faith.  

TRANSLATE:  
He said that you may who are rooted and established in love,…. 

TRANSLATE:  
….. have this power together with all of the saints, 
TRANSLATE:  

….to grasp how wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and to know this love that surpasses knowledge, 

TRANSLATE:  
….that you may be filled to the measure of all of the fullness of God.”  

TRANSLATE:  
There we have it….

TRANSLATE:  

…to know this love that surpasses knowledge.

TRANSLATE:  

To know “love” is to know God, for God is Love.

TRANSLATE:  

You and I can know that Love that surpasses knowledge. 

TRANSLATE:  

From Him who is love, we can learn wisdom and knowledge. 
TRANSLATE:   

In the house of the Godly, there’s a treasure.  

TRANSLATE:  
That treasure is wisdom and knowledge, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but here we learn that this love of Christ surpasses knowledge.  

TRANSLATE:  
If you have Christ, and if this love is real to you, 

TRANSLATE:  
….then this love is greater than all that you know or all that anyone else knows.  

TRANSLATE:  
Someone else may be able to correct all of your theological failures.  

TRANSLATE:  
Someone else may be able to point you to scriptures that prove this, that or the other thing.  

TRANSLATE:  
But if you have Christ, you can love that person.  

TRANSLATE:  
You can love the unlovable.  You can love the brethren.  Alleluia.  

TRANSLATE:  
Because Christ in you loves and loves through you.  

TRANSLATE:  
He says I want you to know this love that surpasses knowledge.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now Proverbs 15:7 says, “The lips of the wise disperse knowledge, 
TRANSLATE:  

but the heart of fools do not.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Many fools sound very learned, but can you smell the love of God in their lives?  

TRANSLATE:  
Do you sense when you have been in their presence 

TRANSLATE:  
that you have been in the presence of the Prince of Peace, and the God of love?
TRANSLATE:  
There is treasure in the house of the righteous, 

TRANSLATE:  
and that treasure is Jesus himself….

TRANSLATE:  

…. in whom are hidden all of the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. 

TRANSLATE:  
I pray that you have Christ today. 

TRANSLATE:  
I pray that the love of Christ will flow through you today.  

TRANSLATE:  
This is Brother Stephen Keel.  This is A PROVERB A DAY.  

TRANSLATE:  
Have a great eternity.
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
