Why did the Lord want these things written?  

Translate here:

Why do I need to know these things?  

Translate here:

They have to do with Kings, instructions to kings, …
Translate here:

….things that kings do,…. and things that kings NEED to do.  

Translate here:

I realize that we don’t even have kings anymore.  

Translate here:

We live in a democracy in America.  

Translate here:

Yes, there is Queen Elizabeth in England, but she is only a figurehead.  

Translate here:

She is only a rich woman who is called a queen. 

Translate here:

She doesn’t rule.  She doesn’t reign with absolute power.  

Translate here:

Why does the book of Proverbs have such an interest in kings?  

Translate here:

As I sought the Lord for an answer regarding this, ….
Translate here:

…..he reminded me that you and I are what the Bible calls royal priests.  

Translate here:

Now our being call “royal” refer to “kings” .  

Translate here:

This is not a major theme in scripture but it Is there.  

Translate here:

It’s in II Peter chapter 2 where it tells us…. 

Translate here:

….that you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood. 

Translate here:

We are royalty according to this.  

Translate here:

We are, in fact, kings.  

Translate here:

How do I justify this?  

Translate here:

I don’t feel like a king most of the time.  

Translate here:

There used to be a TV program titled “A King for the Day.”  

Translate here:

 They would take someone and put a robe on them ….
Translate here:

….and they’d put that person in a fine hotel, and feed him good food give him many gifts for a day. 
Translate here:

He was told that he was a king for a day.  

Translate here:

Of course, he wasn’t really a king,….
Translate here:

…..and yet we have all these instructions in the book of Proverbs to the kings.  

Translate here:

Are they to us?  Well, I believe they are. 

Translate here:

Part of the reason that I believe they are is this:….
Translate here:

…..we are connected to the King of Kings. 

Translate here:

The King of Kings is Jesus, the Lord of Lords is Jesus.  

Translate here:

Then who are the lords and who are the kings under Him?  

Translate here:

If he is the King of Kings, who are those other kings?  

Translate here:

If he is the Lord of Lords, who are those other lords?  

Translate here:

Peter had a revelation that we are a royal priesthood.  

Translate here:

You know the business of being a king is all passed along in the family.  

Translate here:

A king has a son and that son becomes a king.  

Translate here:

Doesn’t the scripture teach us that we are sons of God?  Alleluia! 

Translate here:

Well, we are also brothers to the King of Kings. 

Translate here:

We see that in Romans chapter 8. 

Translate here:

“For God knew his people in advance.”  We are reading in verse 29
Translate here:

“And he chose them to become like his son,…. 

Translate here:

……so that his son would be the first born with many brothers and sisters,….. 

Translate here:

……and having chosen them, he called them to come to him,…. 

Translate here:

……and he gave them right-standing with himself, …..
Translate here:

…..and he promised them his glory.”  

Translate here:

The King James Version says, “Jesus was the first-born of many brethren.”  

Translate here:

If you are born-again, if you are made alive in Christ,…. 

Translate here:

….then you are the many brethren that’s being referred to there.  

Translate here:

We are made like him. He is a king. 

Translate here:

He is the King of Kings, the Lord of Lords, and we are made like him.  

Translate here:

We are a royal priesthood.  

Translate here:

Now this is a little hard to grasp sometimes, ….
Translate here:

…..especially when we have unpaid bills and crying babies,…. 

Translate here:

…..and maybe we are living in a home that doesn’t appear to be kingly, 

Translate here:

…. or we are driving a car that doesn’t look like a king’s car.  

Translate here:

It’s a little hard for us sometimes to come to grips with the idea…. 

Translate here:

….that we are in a kingly family, that we are kings and priests before God.  

Translate here:

But I believe the scripture teaches that.  

Translate here:

I believe that it tells us that we are a chosen people, a royal priesthood. Alleluia! 

Translate here:

Well if we are that, then these verses in Proverbs talk to us.  

Translate here:

This is all introduction to see how Proverbs 16: 10 through 15 speaks to us. 

Translate here:

These things speak to us today.  Proverbs 16:10 says, 

Translate here:

“A divine sentence is in the lips of the king. 

Translate here:

His mouth transgresses not in judgment.”  

Translate here:

There’s a good reason for having more than one translation of the Bible. 

Translate here:

If that’s all I had to go by, …that King James version, 

Translate here:

I would probably not understand it…. 

Translate here:

….but in the New Living Testament, it tells us,…. 

Translate here:

…..“The king speaks with divine wisdom.  He must never judge unfairly.” 

Translate here:

In the New International Version, it says, 

Translate here:

“The lips of a king speak as an oracle, and his mouth should not betray justice.”  

Translate here:

An oracle! What’s an oracle?  

Translate here:

Ha, Well, an oracle is a mouthpiece for God.  

Translate here:

An oracle is someone that speaks on the behalf of God.  

Translate here:

The king, it tells us, speaks a divine sentence.  

Translate here:

Now what this really is saying is that a king speaks what God wants him to say. 

Translate here:

A king tells us the word of the Lord.  

Translate here:

A king speaks God’s words. 

Translate here:

He, Jesus, is the King of Kings,…. 

Translate here:

…..and just the other day, we saw how he puts words in our lips.  

Translate here:

He puts words in our hearts.  

Translate here:

He speaks through us, as the King’s kids,…. 

Translate here:

…..as royalty, we too speak the word of the Lord,…. 

Translate here:

…..and if we are not doing that, we need to be speaking the word of the Lord.  

Translate here:

We are called to speak the word of the Lord.  

Translate here:

We are called to be oracles for God. 

Translate here:

We are called to speak divine wisdom.  

Translate here:

Now the speaking of divine wisdom is not dependent on how beautiful a car you drive…. 

Translate here:

….or how big a house you live in, …..
Translate here:

….or whether or not you have robes and crowns and jewelry. 
Translate here:

Even Jesus did not wear those things in his earthly ministry. 

Translate here:

But he performed the kingly activity, and that is speaking the words of God. 

Translate here:

Have you hidden the word of God in your heart?  

Translate here:

Are you hiding the word of God in your heart,….
Translate here:

…..so that at the right moment the Holy Spirit can bring things to your mind,…. 

Translate here:

….so that he can speak those things through you? 

Translate here:

Proverbs gives us more instructions for king.  

Translate here:

It says a king despises wrongdoing,…. 

Translate here:

…..for his rule depends on his justice. 

Translate here:

Let’s put that in language that has to do with you and me.  

Translate here:

As a born-again believer, as a child of God, I despise wrongdoing. 

Translate here:

I hate sin.  

Translate here:

I realize that it is very destructive.  

Translate here:

I see how it tears families apart,…. 

Translate here:

….how it drives people to destruction…. 

Translate here:

…..so I despise wrongdoing or sin.  

Translate here:

David said that he hated sin.  

Translate here:

He hates sin.  Do you hate sin today?  

Translate here:

Or do you think, “Well, it’s not a very bad sin, okay?  

Translate here:

I don’t think God is not very concerned.  I guess I can do this.” 

Translate here:

No, no, no! You have got to hate sin.  

Translate here:

A king despises wrongdoing, for his rule depends on his justice.  

Translate here:

 My position with Jesus, my authority with Jesus is connected to the justice in my life. 

Translate here:

Am I making right judgments in my life?  

Translate here:

Do I walk according to the wisdom of God?  

Translate here:

My rule or my authority in Christ is related to my despising sin and walking in justice. 

Translate here:

It also tells us the king is pleased with righteous lips.  

Translate here:

He loves those who speak honestly. 

Translate here:

That’s me. That’s you.  

Translate here:

We are kings!  We are royalty. 

Translate here:

We are pleased with those who speak honestly.  Alleluia, alleluia!  

Translate here:

Continuing in Proverbs 16:14…..  “The anger of the king is a deadly threat.  

Translate here:

The wise do what they can to appease it.” 

Translate here:

Oh, that’s an interesting thought,…. 

Translate here:

…..that the anger of the king is a deadly threat.  

Translate here:

Are we a deadly threat to anything, anybody, anywhere?  

Translate here:

We are, if we are grafted into the vine,…. 

Translate here:

…..if the life of Jesus is flowing through our veins,…. 

Translate here:

…..then we are a threat to sin.  

Translate here:

We are a threat to evil.  

Translate here:

We are a threat to the evil one, Satan, who wants to corrupt and destroy, 

Translate here:

…..because we have been given power over our enemies,…. over evil.  

Translate here:

You and I are a threat to evil if we are grafted into the vine,….
Translate here:

…..if we are walking in kingship today, 

Translate here:

That crack-cocaine dealer that lives in our neighborhood, ….
Translate here:

…..he had better shudder when we come around, 

Translate here:

because we speak for the highest authority, for the Lord of Lords,…. 

Translate here:

…..and we hate sin, and we speak against the evil that would try to infiltrate our neighborhood, 

Translate here:

What a thought!  What a thought!  

Translate here:

Are we walking in it?  

Translate here:

Are we acknowledging it?  

Translate here:

Are we listening to the book of Proverbs that tells us the anger of the king is a deadly threat?  

Translate here:

Are we seeing ourselves as kings….
Translate here:

….and threatening evil in our neighborhood?  

Translate here:

We are brothers to the King.  

Translate here:

What a wonderful thought!  . 

Translate here:

….and we should think about how we can rule eternally with Christ.
