There is a word from the Lord today that is needed.

There are hearts that are crying out for this word.

Pray that those hearts will be able to receive the word of the Lord. 

Translate here:

Proverbs 16:29 tells us: “A man of violence entices his neighbor…. 

Translate here:

…..and leads him in a way that is not good.”  

Translate here:

In the New Living Testament it tells us that a violent people deceive their companions….

Translate here:

…. leading them down a harmful path.   

Translate here:

Why is this so important?  

Translate here:

The Lord is acknowledging here the existence of violent men.  

Translate here:

He is saying, “Look there are violent men and they entice their neighbors… 

Translate here:

…..and they lead them down paths that are not good.”  

Translate here:

Some of you listening today have neighbors who are violent men…. 

Translate here:

….who are enticing them and leading them down paths that are not good.  

Translate here:

Today we are going to consider the business of being free from our enemies,…. 

Translate here:

……of dealing with our enemies.  Our enemies! 

Translate here:

Yes, those people that are against us,…. 

Translate here:

……those people that have risen up against us,….. 

Translate here:

…..those people that are directly attacking us.  

Translate here:

David is perhaps the all time authority on enemies.  

Translate here:

In the book of Psalms there are over 60 references about dealing with enemies,… 

Translate here:

…..about asking God for help to face his enemies.  

Translate here:

Enemies and violent men are a fact.  They exist. 

Translate here:

Those of you who are listening today, some of you have seen violent men…. 

Translate here:

…..who are attacking you today, who are greatly disturbing you.  

Translate here:

Usually they are someone you know.  

Translate here:

Sometimes this is a man in the workplace….a supervisor…..a manager.  

Translate here:

Sometimes it’s merely a neighbor who has a barking dog. 
Translate here:

….or worse yet, a neighbor who is selling drugs.  

Translate here:

Violent men entice their neighbors and lead them down a path of destruction.  

Translate here:

Our answer to this is found in David’s instruction.  

Translate here:

Listen to the word of the Lord in Psalm 25. 
Translate here:

“Unto You, O Lord, do I lift up my soul.  

Translate here:

O my God, I trust in You.  

Translate here:

Let me not be ashamed.  Let not my enemies triumph over me.” 
Translate here:

This is the righteous prayer of David,…..

Translate here:

…..a man who knew more about enemies than most of us will ever know.  

Translate here:

David had enemies.  They tried to steal his kingship.
Translate here:

They would have loved to kill him,…. 

Translate here:

….and his answer was, “Unto You, O Lord, do I lift up my soul.  

Translate here:

O my God, I trust in You. Let me not be ashamed.  

Translate here:

Let not my enemies triumph over me.”  

Translate here:

There is a solution in Christ.  David found the answer.
Translate here:

In fact, Christ is the only solution! 

Translate here:

David, who had many enemies, found the answer.  

Translate here:

He trusted in God and he saw victory upon victory over his enemies,…. 

Translate here:

….so let’s begin by talking about victory over our enemies,…. 

Translate here:

….. and hear how David exalted the Lord in the midst of victory. 

Translate here:

Hear the word of the Lord from Psalm 18.  

Translate here:

“The Lord lives.  The Lord Lives!”  

Translate here:

You see that’s really the answer to our battle over our enemies.  

Translate here:

The Lord lives and he is on my side. Alleluia!  

Translate here:

“The Lord lives. Praise be to my Rock.  

Translate here:

Exalted be God my Savior.  

Translate here:

He is the God who avenges me.”  

Translate here:

Remember what the word of the Lord says?  

Translate here:

Repay not evil for evil, for vengeance is mine, says the Lord?  

Translate here:

He IS the God who avenges me.  

Translate here:

By the way, that’s the trap that the evil man sometimes leads us into,…. 

Translate here:

….where we go about seeking our own vengeance.  

Translate here:

“He has hurt us.  He has wronged us.  

Translate here:

We want to get back at him for what he has done,…. 

Translate here:

…..but the Lord said, “Vengeance is mine.”  

Translate here:

David had this revelation.  He said, “He is the God who avenges me,…. 

Translate here:

…..who subdues nations under me,…. 

Translate here:

…..who saves me from my enemies.”  

Translate here:

He said, “You exalted me above my foes.  

Translate here:

From violent men you rescue me.”  

Translate here:

Well, wouldn’t it have been better not to need to be rescued?  

Translate here:

Perhaps.  But then would David have seen the love of God….. 

Translate here:

…..as clearly as he saw it after being rescued?  

Translate here:

You have to be in a situation where you need to be rescued, in order to be rescued.  

Translate here:

David said at one point that I laid me down to sleep. 

Translate here:

He said, “I awoke, for the Lord sustained me.”  

Translate here:

“I will not be afraid of 10,000’s of people who set themselves against me round about.”  

Translate here:

He recounted this is Psalm 3.  

Translate here:

You see, when David laid himself down to sleep,….  

Translate here:

…..he literally had 10,000 people,…. armies of violent men seeking to kill him, 

Translate here:

…..but he said, I lay me down to sleep.  Alleluia, Alleluia!  

Translate here:

He trusted in the Lord.  

Translate here:

“Unto You, O Lord, do I lift up my soul.  

Translate here:

O my God, I trust in You.  Let me not be ashamed.  

Translate here:

Let not my enemies triumph over me.” 

Translate here:

Some of us don’t have enemies attacking us today,…. 

Translate here:

….but some of us that are hearing this word do have enemies, 

Translate here:

….who are maybe only 10 minutes away from walking into a room with an enemy,… 

Translate here:

….someone who is determined to hurt you this day,…. 

Translate here:

….to damage you this day.  There are men of violence. 

Translate here:

The scripture tells us in Proverbs 16.29 that a violent man entices his neighbor 

Translate here:

…..and leads him in a way that is not good.  

Translate here:

But our good news is that the Lord rescues us from our foes.  

Translate here:

David had enemies, but he had a revelation that God would subdue his enemies.  

Translate here:

He learned how to deal with the presence of violent men in his life.  

Translate here:

You and I must learn how to deal with the presence of violent men in our lives, 

Translate here:

….that individual who is about to criticize you,…. 

Translate here:

….that individual who is about to gossip about you,…. 

Translate here:

…..that individual who is about to backstab you by saying things in an attempt to ruin your reputation.
Translate here:

…perhaps that individual who will steal from you or hurt you.  

Translate here:

They come with this life.  How do we deal with them?  

Translate here:

We listen to the wisdom that David accumulated from dealing with his enemies.  

Translate here:

Listen to how he prayed in Psalm 140.  

Translate here:

“Rescue me, O Lord!” Alleluia,.  David said, “Rescue me, O Lord.”  

Translate here:

That’s a mouthful right there. That says a whole lot! 

Translate here:

You see he went to God and he said….. Lord… Jesus, rescue me.  

Translate here:

Our God is a God who answers prayer.  

Translate here:

Are you going to try to fight this battle yourself?  

Translate here:

Or are you going to stand and see the salvation of the Lord?  

Translate here:

Are you going to believe like David believed,….. 
Translate here:

…..that the Lord is able to deal with your enemies?  

Translate here:

“Rescue me, O Lord, from evil men.  

Translate here:

Protect me from men of violence,…. 

Translate here:

….who devise evil plans in their hearts and stir up war every day.  

Translate here:

They make their tongues as sharp as serpents.  

Translate here:

The poison of vipers is on their lips.”  

Translate here:

Are you going to be near an enemy today whose tongue is filled with poison?  

Translate here:

Then David said, “Not only rescue me,….. 

Translate here:

……but keep me, O Lord, from the hands of the wicked.  

Translate here:

Protect me from men of violence who plan to trip my feet.  

Translate here:

Proud men have hidden a snare for me.  

Translate here:

They have spread out the cords of their net…. 

Translate here:

….and they have set traps for me along my path.  

Translate here:

O Lord, I say to you, you are my God. 
Translate here:

Hear, O Lord, my cry for mercy.”  

Translate here:

This is a real prayer. This is a real man dealing with real enemies.  

Translate here:

This is how we gain victory over our enemies. 

Translate here:

We cry out and say, “Unto You, O Lord, do I lift up my soul.  

Translate here:

O my God, I trust in you. Let me not be ashamed.  

Translate here:

Let not my enemies triumph over me”.  

Translate here:

O Lord, I say to you, you are my God.  

Translate here:

Hear, O Lord my cry for mercy. 

Translate here:

O sovereign Lord, a strong Deliverer, who shields my head in the day of battle,…. 

Translate here:

…..do not grant the wicked their desires, O Lord.  

Translate here:

Do not let their plans succeed or they will become proud.” Alleluia. 

Translate here:

This is a man casting his burdens upon the Lord.  

Translate here:

This is how you can pray,….. you who have enemies.  

Translate here:

You can call out to the Lord today.  

Translate here:

David said, O Lord, I have so many enemies.
Translate here:

In Psalm 22, he said my enemies surround me like a herd of bulls.  

Translate here:

Fierce bulls of Basham have penned me in.  

Translate here:

In Psalm 22 he says, my enemies surround me like a pack of dogs.  

Translate here:

An evil gang closes in on my feet.  

Translate here:

Are their any evil gangs in your neighborhood?  

Translate here:

Are there any enemies in your neighborhood?  

Translate here:

If there are, you can pray the way David prayed.  

Translate here:

He said, Arise O Lord.  And rescue me, my God. 

Translate here:

Slap all my enemies in the face.  

Translate here:

Shatter the teeth of the wicked.  

Translate here:

In Psalm 3 verse 7: “Arise O Lord, and let my enemies be scattered.”  

Translate here:

He prayed this.  If he can pray that way, you and I can pray that way. 

Translate here:

In Psalm 5 he said, “Lead me in the right path, or my enemies will conquer me. 

Translate here:

Tell me clearly what to do and show me which way to turn.”  

Translate here:

Yes, there are people listening today who have enemies,….
Translate here:

….real enemies with sharp teeth and burning tongues.  

Translate here:

Pray like David prayed and find victory over your enemies.

Translate here:
