Yesterday we were talking about hoary heads, or white hair.  

Translate here:  

We were talking about crowns of glory and splendor.  

Translate here:  

We were talking about garlands of grace upon our head.  

Translate here:  

We looked into all the beautiful clothing that the Lord Jesus had made for the priests of the Old Testament.  

Translate here:  

And I hope we got a little glimpse of the fact, that as royal priests,…. 

Translate here:  

…..as part of the priesthood after the order of Melchizedek that is referred to in Hebrews, 

Translate here:  

…..that we too are to be clothed with glory and with splendor.  

Translate here:  

And it’s the glory of the spirit of the Lord in our lives. 

Translate here:  

But some say, “Well, I am a long way from there.  

Translate here:  

I have a lot that needs to be straightened out in my life….. 

Translate here:  

……before I can even think about the glory of God being manifested in my life.”  

Translate here:  

That could be true.  I know it’s true for me.  

Translate here:  

I have been working for several months on cleaning up my spiritual house.  

Translate here:  

You see, there is help available to us for nearly anything it is that we want to do.  

Translate here:  

If we want to put on the clothing of strength from God,…. 

Translate here:  

……there is all manner of spiritual help available to us.  

Translate here:  

It is God’s intention that we do that, so he makes his Holy Spirit available to us to enable us to do that, ….
Translate here:  

…but on the other hand, the evil one, the accuser of the brethren, the liar, the murderer,… 

Translate here:  

….he has all of his little energies and spirits out there also that would help us,…. 

Translate here:  

……if we are even thinking about turning in the wrong direction.  

Translate here:  

If we are taking a step that’s a wrong step, there is immediately available to us help.  

Translate here:  

There are all manner of spirits that are available to us to help us go the wrong way.  

Translate here:  

Today we are only going to consider one area in which we can find our house more beautifully adorned,…. 

Translate here:  

……one place where our house can be cleaned up.  

Translate here:  

And this is an area where many of us need to pay attention,…. 

Translate here:  

…..because we have been getting help from the evil one….. 

Translate here:  

….and not getting help from the Holy Spirit in this area.  

Translate here:  

It’s the area of patience. 

Translate here:  

Are you going to have patience today,…. 

Translate here:  

….or are you going to be irritable and angry?  

Translate here:  

There is very little beauty in being irritable and angry,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but there is great beauty in the godliness of patience. 

Translate here:  

I hope you are encouraged to be patient today by the word of the Lord. 

Translate here:  

Hear the word of the Lord from Proverbs chapter 16:32.  

Translate here:  

It says, “He that is slow to anger is better than the mighty,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and he that ruleth his spirit, than he that taketh a city.”  

Translate here:  

Slow to anger….   We are going to see how that relates to patience in just a minute, ….
Translate here:  

…..but I want to focus on that phrase, “He that rules his spirit.”  

Translate here:  

Hear what it says in the New American Standard Bible.  

Translate here:  

“He who is slow to anger is better than the mighty, ….
Translate here:  

…..and he who rules his spirit, than he who captures a city.”  

Translate here:  

Usually we think about the army captain that goes out and captures a city as being a pretty important guy,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but it tells us here in the book of Proverbs that if you can rule your spirit,…. 

Translate here:  

…..if you can control that irritability and impatience, …..
Translate here:  

….you are better than a military captain that goes out and captures a city. 

Translate here:  

It’s expressed in the New International Version.  

Translate here:  

We are reading out of Proverbs 16:32. 

Translate here:  

You might remember this proverb because it talks about ruling your spirit. 

Translate here:  

Hear what it says, “Better a patient man than a warrior.  

Translate here:  

A man who controls his temper, than one who takes a city.”  

Translate here:  

Ahhh! Now we are getting a little closer to what it’s talking about.  

Translate here:  

Ruling your spirit, it says here, means to control your temper.  

Translate here:  

Are you going to control your temper today?  

Translate here:  

There is help available. 

Translate here:  

If you want to control your temper today, there is a spirit of patience available from the Lord.  

Translate here:  

You can open yourself up to it and receive it.  

Translate here:  

You can be the temple or the tent or the tabernacle of a spirit of patience. 

Translate here:  

Do you have a battle plan?  

Translate here:  

Have you decided this morning, this day, today, I am going to do battle with anger, irritability and impatience?  

Translate here:  

I am going to do battle by receiving from the throne of grace a spirit of patience,… 

Translate here:  

…..and when I am tempted by the Devil to be angry or irritable, I am going to say,… 

Translate here:  

……“Devil, get out of my house.  This house belongs to the Lord.  

Translate here:  

I have control over this house.  I rule over my spirit. I control my anger.”  

Translate here:  

The New Living Testament says, “It’s better to be patient than powerful.  

Translate here:  

It is better to have self-control than to conquer a city.”  

Translate here:  

I tell you, this is a challenge to me.  

Translate here:  

I have found that if I want to be irritable with my wife,…. 

Translate here:  

…..the Devil can send a spirit of irritation my way to jump all over me.  

Translate here:  

I’m good at being irritable.  

Translate here:  

Why? Because I take advantage of the help that’s available to me from the evil one.  

Translate here:  

I say to that familiar spirit of anger and frustration,…. 

Translate here:  

 …..“Okay, she has upset me again, so let’s go get her.”  

Translate here:  

And sure enough, that spirit comes on me, and I go spit out words that I wished that I had never said.  

Translate here:  

But the book of Proverbs says that I am supposed to control my temper. 

Translate here:  

It says that I am supposed to rule over my spirit.  

Translate here:  

My spirit has to say to those dirty spirits, to those ugly spirits,…. 

Translate here:  

…..“Get out of here!  I am not listening to you!  

Translate here:  

I am not going to give you a place to talk.  

Translate here:  

My house belongs to the Holy One of Israel.  

Translate here:  

I am a temple of the Holy Ghost,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and I replace you spirit of anger with a spirit of patience and a spirit of grace.”  

Translate here:  

Alleluia! This is very important that you see that you must rule over your own spirit. 

Translate here:  

You have to control your own temper,… 

Translate here:  

….and if you make the decision to do that, there is help available in the Holy Ghost. 

Translate here:  

The Lord is glorified when you make the decision to let the Holy Spirit enable you to be like Jesus.  

Translate here:  

You can’t be like Jesus in your own strength.  

Translate here:  

You can only be like Jesus in the strength and the might and the power of the Lord.  

Translate here:  

But you are sitting right there opening your door…. either to the dirty spirits of anger and irritability, ….
Translate here:  

…..or opening the door to the spirit of the Lord with patience, peace and grace available.  

Translate here:  

Is this important? Well, Jesus thinks it is. 

Translate here:  

Listen to what he says in Luke chapter 21 verses 18 and 19. 
Translate here:  

He says, “In your patience, possess ye your souls.”  Oh! That’s pretty scary.  

Translate here:  

That’s Luke chapter 21 verse 19.  In your patience, you possess your souls.  

Translate here:  

In other words, if you don’t have patience, then your soul is in jeopardy.  

Translate here:  

Your soul is at risk, because we are told to bring forth fruit with patience.  

Translate here:  

We find also again in Luke 8:15, Jesus talking about this. 
Translate here:  

“But on the good ground are they, which in an honest and good heart, having heard the word,…. 

Translate here:  

…..they keep it and bring forth fruit with patience.” 

Translate here:  

With patience…..  You see, the people who are caught up with the cares and the worries of this world, they are the impatient ones.  

Translate here:  

I had a chance to be impatience yesterday.  I had a deadline.  

Translate here:  

 I had a UPS truck coming to pick something up,….
Translate here:  

……and I knew that I had to get things ready and packed before he arrived,…. 

Translate here:  

…..or else he would come to my home, and I wouldn’t be able to ship things.  

Translate here:  

I did fine up until about 30 minutes before he arrived,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and I began to become impatient. I had a spirit of impatience come upon me. 

Translate here:  

Now mind you, up to that point I had been working in peace and in patience,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but as the clock was ticking, I began getting impatient,….. 

Translate here:  

and I had to do battle.  I had to rule over my spirit,….. 

Translate here:  

…..because first of all, once you start getting angry and irritable and impatient, 

Translate here:  

…..your ability to do good work simply leaves.  

Translate here:  

It’s bad enough that you have to feel miserable carrying this dirty spirit,…. 

Translate here:  

….but it actually prevents you from doing good work as well.  

Translate here:  

And I didn’t do great, but I did well enough.  

Translate here:  

I succeeded in ruling over that impatience,… 

Translate here:  

…..and about 4 minutes before the truck arrived, I had things ready to ship.  

Translate here:  

When he pulled in, he said I’m really sorry I am late.  

Translate here:  

He said I was expecting to be here an hour ago,… 

Translate here:  

…..but I had these problems that I just couldn’t make it any earlier. 

Translate here:  

I apologize.  I’m sorry I am late.”  

Translate here:  

And I said to him, “That’s okay.   

Translate here:  

The Lord knew all along because I wasn’t ready for you.”  

Translate here:  

In your patience possess ye your souls. 

Translate here:  

As I exercised patience, the Lord held that truck back,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and it arrived just 4 minutes after I was ready for it to arrive.  

Translate here:  

I believe that that is part of God’s caring detail for our lives,….. 

Translate here:  

…..that as we walk in patience, as we walk in the spirit of the Lord, he takes care of everything else.  

Translate here:  

Had I given myself over to irritability and impatience,…. 
Translate here:  

I believed I would have missed that opportunity.  

Translate here:  

David said I waited patiently for the Lord. 

Translate here:  

He turned to me and heard my cry.  

Translate here:  

Will you be patient today?  I pray so.
