Yesterday we mentioned that walking in the spirit was not a matter of simply obeying rules and regulations.

Yesterday we pointed out from Proverbs 17:9, ….
Translate here:

…..that love covers a multitude of sins, and it does.  

Translate here:

We talked about not gossiping about others that hurt you. 

Translate here:

We talked about promoting love.  There is a great deal of wisdom there,… 

Translate here:

…..but there is the other side of the coin.  

Translate here:

Ecclesiastes chapter 3 says, there is a time to reap.  There is a time to sew.  

Translate here:

There’s a time to tear down.  There is a time to build up.  

Translate here:

There is a time to speak.  There is a time to be silent. 

Translate here:

When we walk in the spirit, we hear from the Lord Jesus the correct time for doing the correct thing.  

Translate here:

Now yesterday we emphasized not talking about it when other people hurt us.  

Translate here:

He said that love covers a multitude of sins.  

Translate here:

Well, Proverbs 17:10 turns the coin over.  

Translate here:

It tells us that a reproof enters more into a wise man than a 100 stripes into a fool.  

Translate here:

So Proverbs 17:9 seems to indicate that we don’t mention it when someone does something wrong.  

Translate here:

Love covers a multitude of sins.  . 

Translate here:

But now in Proverbs 17:10 it talks about rebuking someone when they sin.  

Translate here:

But there is an important distinction here.  

Translate here:

It says, “when it enters into a wise man, it is more effective than a 100 stripes on a fool.  

Translate here:

What it is telling us is that if a wise person commits an error,… 

Translate here:

….. we can and we should rebuke them,…. 

Translate here:

….because they will learn from it.  They will be able to receive from it.  

Translate here:

Now speaking about a sin in Proverbs 17:9 can cause anger to exist. 

Translate here:

It separates very close friends, it told us,…. 

Translate here:

…..and here it is telling us that if that friend is a wise man,…. 

Translate here:

…..you can rebuke him and he will learn from it. 

Translate here:

The New Living Testament says that a single rebuke does more for a person of understanding,….

Translate here:

…..than a 100 lashes on the back of a fool.  

Translate here:

If you have a friend that is a man of understanding or a woman of understanding,… 

Translate here:

…..and they err, and you in the spirit follow the direction and leading of God…. 

Translate here:

 “You who are spiritual…”  it says in Galatians chapter 6.  

Translate here:

 “You who are spiritual, when you see a brother overtaken in a fault,…
Translate here:

…..go to him in a spirit of humility and correct him.”  

Translate here:

Rebuke him.  Jesus said in Luke chapter 17…

Translate here:

….this is scripture that many people are not familiar with.  

Translate here:

You should go read this for yourself, and read chapter 17 verses 3 and 4.  It says,

Translate here:

“Take heed to yourselves, if your brother trespasses against you.  

Translate here:

Rebuke him and if he repents, forgive him,…. 

Translate here:

….and if he trespasses against you 7 times in a day, and 7 times in a day turns again unto you saying I repent,… 

Translate here:

….then you shall forgive him.”  

Translate here:

So here we have the Lord Jesus himself recommending that we rebuke or correct those that sin against us. 

Translate here:

Now mind you, it said those that sin against you.  

Translate here:

It didn’t say necessarily those that are sinning against others,…. 

Translate here:

…..but if they sin against you, and you are really having trouble dealing with it,… 

Translate here:

….and you don’t’ have that love that covers a multitude of sins.  

Translate here:

Rather than have you live with anger and bitterness in your heart,…. 

Translate here:

……the Lord says to go to that person and tell them what they did,…. 

Translate here:

…..and tell them that it hurt you, and challenge them to correct the situation.  

Translate here:

It is okay to do that.  Now so often our understanding of the scriptures is limited.  

Translate here:

We know that it says in the Bible, “Judge not”.  

Translate here:

You say, well, I can’t go and talk to that person about that sin because the Bible says judge not.  

Translate here:

Well, the Bible doesn’t stop there.  It says judge righteous judgment.  

Translate here:

The manner in which you judge is the manner in which you are going to be judged.  

Translate here:

If a brother sins against you, rebuke him.  

Translate here:

Now that is not asking you to go out and rebuke everybody that sins.  

Translate here:

It is just saying that whoever sins against YOU, rebuke him.  

Translate here:

You see, this is the wisdom of God,…. 

Translate here:

….but it may also be that this is not a something that you have to do in every case 

Translate here:

because we have already read in Proverbs 17:9 that love covers a multitude of sins…..  

Translate here:

….so I am emphasizing here that you must be led of the spirit.  

Translate here:

You must do what Jesus says to do WHEN Jesus says to do it. 

Translate here:

This life in Christ is not a matter of following rules and regulations,… 

Translate here:

…..or rigidly interpreting scripture to fit or to justify ourselves.  

Translate here:

The scriptures exist to give us wisdom in relationship with Christ Jesus through the Holy Spirit. 

Translate here:

You must acknowledge him in everything you do, and he will direct your paths.  

Translate here:

Here is an amazing example of a rebuke that each of us I think could learn from.  

Translate here:

In Timothy, it also says, rebuke not an elder, but treat him with respect.  

Translate here:

In II Samuel, a prophet called Nathan was commissioned by God to rebuke the king.  

Translate here:

And rebuking a king is a very serious thing,…. 

Translate here:

…..because the king has power of life and death. 

Translate here:

The king could get very angry.  

Translate here:

At the least, it certainly can separate the very best of friends as we learned in Proverbs 17:9. 

Translate here:

But let’s see how the Prophet Nathan handled the situation with King David when he had sinned.  

Translate here:

We are reading in II Samuel chapter 12 verses 1 through 15.  

Translate here:

“So the Lord sent Nathan the prophet, to tell David this story.” 

Translate here:

Now that right there we see that God sent him.  

Translate here:

If you are going to go rebuke somebody, be sent of the Lord, be led of the spirit,… 

Translate here:

….”and so Nathan told this story.  

Translate here:

“There were 2 men in a certain town, and one was rich and one was poor. 

Translate here:

The rich man owned many sheep and cattle,…. 

Translate here:

…..and the poor man owned nothing but a little lamb he had worked hard to buy. 

Translate here:

He raised that little lamb and it grew up with his children.  

Translate here:

It ate from the man’s own plate and drank from his cup.  

Translate here:

He cuddled it in his arms like a baby daughter.  

Translate here:

One day a guest arrived at the home of a rich man,…. 

Translate here:

…..but instead of killing a lamb from his own flock for food,….. 

Translate here:

…..he took the poor man’s lamb and he killed it and he served it to his guests.  

Translate here:

David was furious.  

Translate here:

As surely as the Lord lives he vowed, any man who would do such a thing deserves to die.  

Translate here:

He must repay 4 lambs to the poor man for the one he stole and for having no pity.  

Translate here:

Then Nathan said to David, YOU are that man. 

Translate here:

The Lord God of Israel says, I made you king of Israel….. 

Translate here:

……and I saved you from the power of Saul. 

Translate here:

I gave you his house and his wives and the kingdoms of Israel and Judah,…. 

Translate here:

…..and if that had not been enough, I would have given you much, much more.  

Translate here:

Why then have you despised the word of the Lord and done this horrible deed,…. 

Translate here:

…..for you have murdered Uriah and stolen his wife.  

Translate here:

From this time on the sword will be a constant threat to your family….. 

Translate here:

…..because you have despised me by taking Uriah’s wife to be your own. 

Translate here:

Because of what you have done, I the Lord will cause your own household to rebel against you. 

Translate here:

I will give your wives to another man and he will go to bed with them in public view.  

Translate here:

You did it secretly, but I will do this to you openly in the sight of all of Israel.”  

Translate here:

You see, Nathan was sent of God to bring this rebuke.
Translate here:

And he was very careful about how he approached the subject.  

Translate here:

He allowed David to convict himself, and then having convicted himself,…. 

Translate here:

….he told him that you are the guilty man.  

Translate here:

The evidence that Nathan was being led of the spirit, is found in David’s response,…. 

Translate here:

….because David confessed to Nathan … I have sinned against the Lord. 

Translate here:

Nathan replied, “Yes, but the Lord has forgiven you, and you won’t die for this sin.”  

Translate here:

David, in Psalm 51, reveals to us how he really responded. 

Translate here:

Cleanse me from my sin, for I acknowledge my transgressions,…. 

Translate here:

…..and my sin is ever before me.  

Translate here:

Against you and you only have I sinned, and done this evil in your sight,….. 

Translate here:

David responded correctly.  

Translate here:

He said, create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me.  

Translate here:

Cast me not away from thy presence, and take not thy Holy Spirit from me.  

Translate here:

Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation. 

Translate here:

Uphold me with thy free spirit.”  

Translate here:

We have proven to us here, the wisdom of Proverbs 17:10.  

Translate here:

It says that a rebuke goes into one that has understanding better than a 100 blows unto a fool.  

Translate here:

We also see that the rebuke was led of the spirit. 

Translate here:

If you are running around rebuking people, and you are not getting that sort of response,…. 

Translate here:

…..then maybe you are not being led of the spirit.  

Translate here:

Maybe the mercy that covers a multitude of sins is not functioning in your life. 

Translate here:

Nathan went to David already prepared with the word of the Lord that forgiveness was available. 

Translate here:

When you go and correct somebody, be sure regarding the mercy of God being available.  

Translate here:

Be certain that you understand that if they confess, that God will heal their iniquities and forgive their sins.

Translate here:

This is Brother Stephen Keel and this is A Proverb A Day.
